Speculation Does Not Affect
the Business Qutlook.

EFFECT OF FICTITIOUS PRICES

Little Likelihood of Higher Prices for

Wool-Mercantile Collections Con-

tinue Slow-—Failures for the Week.

New York, June 15.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade SAys:

Speculative reaction has not in the
least changed the business outlook,
The fictitions prices made for wheat
and cotton meant no good except for in-
dividuals, and the change to prices
more nearly in accord with aztual rela-
tions of demand to supply only con-
forms to conditicns which have been
known for months,

The government report as to wheat
indicated a muoch smaller yield than
anybody really expected, but that has
become so much the rule that the report
had no real influence, and the prin-
cipal effect was the serious depression
caunsed by large sales in anticipation of
the report, which seemed to be thor-
oughly kiown in advance to some
gpeculators. While Atlantio exports
for the week were 1,588,158 bushels,
flour included, against only 809,539
last year, the comparison is obviously
exceptional and significant, while the
receipts at western ports of 2,429,345
bushels, against 1,356,230 last year,
show persistency of conditions which
have goverened the movement during
the whole year,

Sules of wool in two weeks of June
have been only 5,823,500 pounds,
against 12,561,965 last year, and no
gain is expected in the manufacture
for some time to come,

Failures for the week have been 246
in the United States, against 241 last
year, and 27 in Canada, against 24 last
year.

In the afternoon, after the
meeting of the Fishermen’s Union, held
in Fisher's hall, the same man reported
that the Scandinavian men had recon-
sidered their action and expresied a
determination to etand by the ruling of
the union. At the meeting of the
union it was decided that, after the
16th inst., should it transpire that the

c'nnerymen still refuse to pay 5 cents, |

all those fishermen who could possibly
do so should leave town and seek other
employment. About thirty of the men
1+t on the San Francisco steamer Jes-
terday morning, and about as many
more left for Portland on the steamer
last evening. The following resola-
tion was unanimously passed at the
Columbia River Fishermen's Protective
Union meeting in the afternoon:
“*Resolved, That we, the members of
the Columbia River Fishermen's Pro-
tective Union, pledge ourselves to de-
liver to cur respective canneries all the
salmon we catch at 5 cents per pound;
provided, however, that said canncries
are to pay two thirds when delivered
(if desired), the balance to be deducted
unitl the debts are paid, and, if not
paid at the end of the season at the
rate mentioned, the nets of members
still owing skall be stored at such can-
neries as gecurity until next Spring.
“Recolved, Farther, that we, the
members of this organization, pledge
ourselves to carry this resolution into

practical effect, as we believe it to be |

for the best interests of both fishermen
and canners. '’

A Canners’ Combine.

Portland, Or., June 15.—The Even-
fng Telegram, speaking of the fisher-
men’s trouble on the lower river, says:
A gigantic salmon combine, to take
every interest on the Columbia river
into one corporation, and backed by un-
limited capital, will very probably be
the unlooked for result of the present
strike of the 2,000 fishermen who want
more for fish than the packers claim to
be able to pay.

MILITIA CALLED OUT.
‘e First Regiment, O, N. G.,
Down the Columbia,

Portland, Or., June 17.—The First

regiment, Oregon National Guoard, Col-
onel Summers commanding, was sched-
uled to leave for Astoria at an early
honr this worning, to take a hand in
uppressing the scenes of violence and
ouirage wihch have been reported from
| the lower river. It was ace mpanied
| by battery A, with full field equip-
ment and the various regimental corps,
The troops were called out on a requi-
sition made by the mayor of Astoria,
through the county judge cf Clatsop
county, wpon (overnor Lord. The
t governor immediately notified brigade
headguarters in his ecity to assemble
the post, equipped with all the paras
i phernalia for field service and one
day’'s cooked rations. It was suggasted
alzo that each man be provided with an
| extra pair of stour shoes, ready for ac-
| tive field service, and that the regiment
{ and battery be held prepared vo loave
immediately. This was at 10:30 Jast
night. The orders were communicated
immediately from brigade hieadquar-
ters to Colonel Summers, and he began
to assemble the members of the post.
The O. R. & N. Co. was notified also,
to hold a steamboat in readiness for in-
stant departure. The orders caused a
| great comwmotion, not only at the
armory, but throughout the city. Men
on bicycles and horseback were dig-
patched to the homes and places of
business of the various members of the
fFeven companies and the battery. Al
were told to report forthwith to the
armory, ready for duty. The wvarious
corps attached to the regiment were in-
cluded,

There was very general response on
the part of the militiamen and great
bustle and activity ensued at the ar-
mory. The men all expressed them-
sclves as eager for service. The vari-
ous commanders got their companies
qoickly into shape and made their re-
ports to the colonel.

The refusal to pay for the
knitting of the nets is explained by the
cannerymen to mean that they intdhd
to hold the men to a strict observance
of the econtracts made when the twina
was purchased. This contract was that
the material was to be paid for in
 either cash or salmon. Unles the men
who have bought twine on these terms
will agres tomorrow to fish for 41,
cents, the canuers will demand pay-
ment for the twine asecording to agree-
ment.  This action of the canners will
necessarily aggravate the feeling of
hostility toward them.

It was also decided to send for the

Wyckoff is 60
years old and resides in  Mongclair, N.

RUTHORIZED - EXPEADITURES

Amount Voted by Congress
for Improvements.

THE TREASURY DEPARTMENT

Criticised by Chairman Cannon of the
Appropriations Committee No

Inciense of Salaries.

Washington, June 13. — Chairman

«Cannon, of the appropriations commit-

tee, and ex-Chairman Sayres, today
made public & joint statement concern-
ing the expenditures anthorized by this
songress.  Total appropriations, in-
:luding permanent annual appropria-
tions, are §515,759,820. Mr. Cannon's
sitatement begins:

““The appropriations charged to this
congress include 119,054,160 under
permanent laws, of which amount
£50,000,000 is for sinking fund and
£30,500,000 for interest on the public
debt, or §3,855,614.40 more than was
included at the last session of congress
in the statements of appropriations,
and is on account of the increase of
$162,315,400 in the bonded indebted-
vess of the country by the present ad-
ministartion to February, 1805, inter-
set and sinking fund charges on account
of the latter bond issues of §100,000,-
000 in February, 1896, amounting to
£4,400,000, not being included in the
estimates of permanent appropriations.
T'he increase in the principal of the in-
terest-bearing debt under the present
administration amounts to $262,315,-
100, which entails an annual interest
charge of $11,492,616, and to meet the
sinking fund obligations, the further
sum of §$2,623,1564. :

““The regular annual bills, including
the deficiency bill, as pussed by the
house, made a reduction in the total
eftimates submitted by the executive of
$26,083,191; they were increased by
the senate $22,920,422, ard as they
became laws, they appropriated $10,-
636,624 less than as passed by the sen-
ate; #$12,283,818 more than as they
passed the house, and $13,374,373 less
than the estimated requirements of the
administration.

*“The regular appropriations, includ-
ing deficiencies, made at the last ses-
sion of congress, amounted to $383,-
36,896, and it included no river aund
barbor bill. Excluding the river and
harbor act passed at this session, the
regular annual bills, as passed by the
house, aopropriated only §378,570,082,
or more than $10,000,000 less than was
appropriated by the last congress.”’

Mr. Cannon eriticices the treasury
department because it has expended
$7,877,440 for the present year in col-
lecting the revenues from customs esti-
maved at §165,000,000.

The bills establishing ealaries in-
stead of the fee system for officers of
the United States courts, he says, will
eave §1,000,000 annually, and minimize
frivolous and malicious prosecution.
Especial attention is called to the fact
that congress made no increase of sal-
aries of employes in the government de-
partments. The following table of ap-
propriations is given:

Fifty-first congress, $988,417,183.84;
fifty-second congress,$1,027,124,547.92;
fifty-third congress, $989,239,205.69;
fifty-fourth congress (first session),
$515,759,820.49.

Mr. Sayres, in his statement, says of
the total appropriations of the session:

‘“This sum exceecs the appropria-
tions during the last session of the
fifty-third congress by $18,751,299,
and those of the first regular session of
that congress by $238,523,557.

‘‘It is less than the appropriations
by the second session of the fifty-second
congress by only 3,744,588, although
at the latter session $39,852,494 more
was appropriated for pen<ions than at
this session. It is more than those by
the first session of the fifty.first con-
gress by $21,803,671, and $25,464,040
less than the appropriations of the sec-
ond session of the fifty-first congress.

“'The appropriations made by the
second session of the fifty-first congress
exceeded those made at the first session
of the same congress by $46,676,612,
or mearly i0 per cent. If the sume
proportion should be made at the nest
session, then the appropriations will
not be less than §565,000,000."

Contracts authorized by this session
he estimates as follows:

Rivers and harbors, $59,616,404;
public buildings, lighthcase and reve-
nue-cutter service, §1,406,000; defenses
and armament, $4,195,076; new war-
ships, $12,900,)00; District of Colum-
bia, §125,000; total, §78,241,400.

He says the total expendi.ures in one
fiscal year have never been so great,
except during the war, and exceed the
estimated valuation of property in any
one of the Scuth Atlantic states.

They demanded that all nonunion men
be discharged, and that several union
men, who recently were dismissed, be
reinstated. The strikers have taken
possession of all loaded cars and refuse
to perimt them to be moved.
