Dirty Fgge Will Not Keep. _

In laying down eggs for winter nse |
care should be taken to see that they
are perfectly clean. The shell s por
ous and the odors of any flith attach
ed to It quickly peneirate to the ln-
terlor and begin the process of decom
position. It is impossible to keep eggs
many months and have them exactly
like fresh eggs. The evaporation from
the egg robs It of molsture, though |
this 1s largely prevented by Immersing
the egg In lime water. But all water
except that which has been just bolled
contalns some air. Packlng eggs in
salt will keep them for a short time, |

and ls the easlest and cheapest WAF |
for keeping for home use. ]
Don't Epare the Harrow. |

The progressive farmer now doze |

most of his cultivating of what used
to be hoed crops with the harrow. He |
harrows before planting and afler
planting, before and after the crop s
up, and keeps harrowing until the eul-
tivator is called in because the harrow
ean’t reach the ground on account of
the big growth of the crop. Such use
of the harrow would have scared a con-
servative farmer out of his wits a few
years ago, but It means clean fields and
good crops at the minimum cost of
labor.

Plack ve, White Oata.

There {8 a popular prejudice againss
black oats In this country, owing to a
belief that they are more chaffy, and
their chaff 18 harsher than that of the
white oat. This Is not true, however,
of all kinds. We have seen white oals |
that would welgh within a few pounds |
as much per bushel as barley, and
whose husk was almost as hard as a
barley beard. It is the kind of husk, |
rather than its color, that the purchaser |
of oats should look to. It Is not a good |
plan to feed oats unground, especially '
it they are of the rough, bearded kind.
The ground oat will be digested better,
and in any event Its husk will be so
broken up In grinding that it will aid
perfect digestion, Instead of preventing
it, as white oats often do.

Crossing Brahmas and Leghorna,

The first cross of Brahmas and Leg
horns makes a very desimble fowl for |
tarmers’ use. They are good layers |
and are more hardy than the pure Leg
horns and are also better for the table
But the croas must not be interbred or
it will Inherit the poor points of both
strains. The roosters should always
be pure-bred fowls, either of the Brah
ma or lLeghorn, according as which |
style of fowl la best adapted to the |
breeder's alms. Where there is poor |
range and restricted quarters the Brah
ma fowls will do best. ILeghorns are
an active breed, and will not do well
when closely confined.

Cleaning Land with Buck wheat.

The quick growth of buckwheat, and
its broad leaf completely shading the
ground, fits It to suppress wmost of the
annual weeda. It has even been sald to
kill the Canada thistle, but this is more
probably due to plowing the thistles
under in June as preparation for the
buckwheat than the crop which follow
ed. But there |s a reason for
the belief that growing buckwheat
clears the land of wire worms and In
sects that destroy vegetation. There
is no !nsect that wil eat either the root
or atalk of buckwheat, and sowing it on |
any plece of land for two years will kill
the wire worms Ly furnishing nothing
for them to eat

Feed for Moniting Hena, |
The hen that begins to moult I8 usu- |
ally fat. She has stored up flesh for |
the purpose of malntaining her vigor
while producing a new coat of feathers
No fat-forming food should be given the
moulting hen, as she uses up part of the
fat on her body. Instead she should |
have plenty of nutritious food. There |
{s none better than whole wheat for this |
purpose, with occaslonal variations of |
ground or sliced bone. Ry hastening |
the moulting the hens may be got 10|
laying before severe cold weather.

The very best use of shrunken wheat
some of which will be found In every
erop, 1s as food for poultry.

bran s rich In phosphate, which helps
to make the egg shell. The poultry

dealer can usually buy shrunken wheat
at a lower price than the perfect grain,
while for feeding fowl it is really bet
ter for helng shrunken.

Keep Only Good Cows,
®ood judges of cows are careful of

Honey from Alsike Clover,

Farmers should keep more bees than
they do. If they dld Alsike clover
more sown. It has the ad
vantage of the common red clover, (hat
its honey is within reach of the com-
mon bee. It makes a light honey quite
a8 good as from the white clover, and
there i8 never any fallure to blossom,
as there often Is with white clover in
time of drought. By cutting some
of the alsike before it comes luto blos-
som the tlme when it blooms may be
protracted and thus make the honey-

| producing season longer.

But in time, as the evil became
stlll more rabld, pepalties of the most
severe order soon rendered this erime
‘extremely unprodtable. Fortunartely
for our own currency, almost ever)
gold coln In eirculation passes through
the treasury, or at least one of
sub-treasuiies, every few vears, Each
plece received at those lustitutions is
welghed and ecritieally examined, and
it found light in welght is stamped by
a big L. Such eolns are only redeemed
at thelr bulllon value, and are sent to
the mints, where they are melted and
recoined.
