Tho condition of fall grain is not 
ns promising ns it was last week. 
In the Willamette valley it is be­
coming spotted, and complaints of 
fields turning yellow are more num­
erous than heretofore. The grain 
aphis has again made its nppearunce 
in tho upper portion of the valley, 
but it has not ns yet done much 
damage. In Umatilla, Baker and 
Union counties fall wheat in low 
places nnd hollows was killed by tbe 
frosts of Juue 4 and 5, and some bas 
Leon cut for hay or else plowed 
under.

Tbe crop, as n whole however, 
continues promising nnd with favor 
able weather from now on will yet 
provo an average onp.

Haying has begun, with yields 
above tho average, both as to 
quantity and quality. Gardens nre 
backward nnd frosts Wednesday 
morning in southern Oregon injured 
considerable garden truck in 
Josephine and Jackson counties and 
also hurt corn nnd alfalfa. Tho first 
cutting of Alfalfa has also been 
injured by frosts in eastern Oregon, 
but the stalk is vigorus nnd there is 
no reason why the second cutting 
should not be up to the usual 
average. Hops ^continue doing 
nigely nnd tho yards are generally 
free of l.cc, Reports regarding- 
fruit vary widely. In some sections 
the trees have all they can carry 
while there arc many orchards that 
will not produce suficient fruit to 
pay for its being gathered. Cherries 
have been injured by the rains nud 
strawberrios nro slow in ripening 
In the Powder liiver valley all fruit 
suffered severely, nud throughout 
eastern Oregon there will be a 
general shortage over limt year's 
yields of prunes and apples.
