Crop B iilletiu .

Good rains fell in all parts of the 
State on the 21st and 22nd. In the 
Willamette Valley and Coast dis­
tricts averaged about 2.00 inches in 
depth, while in the eastern portions 
of the state they amounted to less 
than an inch. These rains do great 
good in reviving pastures, in soften­
ing up the soil for fall plowing and 
in putting out forest fires and clear­
ing the air of smoke.

Hops were nearly all picked be­
fore the rain began. In last week’s 
report it was stated that the hop 
yield was below expectations and 
that it would not be more than one- 
fourth as much ns last year, The 
returns received this week led to the 
belief that the Oregon hop yield will 
be a little less than three-fourths of 
as large a crop as that gathered last 
year.

Corn and potatoes are being har­
vested and the yields are light 
The third crop of alfalfa has been 
cut and housed. Pastures have been 
much improved by the rains and 
stock is gaining flesh.

Prune picking is well advanced 
and a large portion of the crop was 
secured before the rains began. A 
fair crop of apples, pears and 
peaches are being marketed.
