W ood Preserver Used by Uncle Sm’s 
on Yamhill River Work.

and Municipal Govern­
ments.

The fame of Avenarius Carholineum 
has eteadily extended as the only 
bona lido proserver of wood, since 
its discovery in Germany thirty 
years ago. It has stood all tests of 
o ’iamate soil aud water and stcadly 
lived dowu all pretended rivals. To 
day it is not only employed in all 
countries for the preservation of 
wood used for household articles 
articles such as bousoa. Darns, foDccs 
etc. but the national government, 
both of Europe and Arnnricn, have 
recognized its value in saviug pul lie 
constructions from decay. Follow­
ing their example cities and counties 
have also adopted avenarius car- 
bolieuni for bridges pavements etc 
and the leadiug ship builders and 
railroad companies have shown their 
fuith in its merits l>y treating ship 
timbers, cars, telegraph [Hiles and 
ties with the same neves failing 
preventative against climatic decay 
and repacious wood boring vermiu 
both of laud and water.

Great bodies move slowly aud, 
act after mature deliberation. It may 
therefore be safely xtated that 
governments anil corporations did 
not employ avenarías carholineum 
until fully convinced of its money 
saving as well as wood preserving 
qualities. Private individuals desir­
ous of lengthening the life of wood 
work and at the same time curtailing 
expense, need not fear to follow the 
precedents established.
