. #erious ao affaie with the practical
ponitryman as it is with the farmer.
_The reasou is plain. The poultry-
mit  provides well built, warm
houses, mates for egg  production,
keeps thoroughbreds only feed such
ﬁqu such foods as is rich in nijro-
gen, avoids overerowing, and makes
bis fowls exercise. The practical
poulteymnn  has  generous  sized
houses and never exposes his hens to
inclement weather. With all
strong argument that can be ad-
vanced in favor of free range, the

ruus aod scratching shed attach-
snents. These sheds nre honvily
littered with straw, leaves or any
light ‘materinl aveilable, and among
this litter grain is seattered. The
fowls work from morning till night
and not only shell out the eggs in
consequence, but keep in better
health and vigor than when given
froe range. I'ree range during parts
of the year when grass and bugs
are blentiful is, with out n question
a plenio for fowls bLoth oll and

they meeded—he belioved in
giving them a good breakfust and
supper besides. When cold wenther
sel in, and the hens, vwing to the
strain of molting, stopped lnying he
lost interest in them and as a punish-
ment, stopped their food. “If they
won't lay they nre not entitled to
eat. I have no use for an idle man,
beast or bird. Let them huut for
their living.'" Thiok of those poor
Dens hunting for something to eat
when the hard frosts cat short their
supply!
This ig but an illustration of the
rensoning that some farmers use in
ecaring, tor their heus.—Poultry
