-change his ad and use new copy 
with every issue af the medium.

In the first place, an ad chnngcd produced, presented as it was by an
with each issue is news—the adver­
tiser’s store news. It is strange 
that in these days of shopping and 
bargain hunting, especially among 
that great class of buyers— women, 
more advertisers do not recognize 
the fact that these buyers must be 
interested in the stores. They can­
not be interested nowever in tlie 
stores that run the same ad day- 
after day, chauging perhaps, with 
the four seosous. Store news will 
be as eagerly »looked after in a 
paper as is “Tea Table Gossip.”  
That’ s why the biggest advertisers 
in the country change their ads 
with every issue of tho paper. Make 
your ad as interesting as possible 
and it will not lack for readers.

In the second place to change 
your ad with overy issue of the 
paper gives notice to the readers 
tliut you are doing sufficient busi­
ness to justify you in attaching that 
much dignity to your advertising, 
people as a rule, do not like to give 
their trnde to a store which might 
be considered “on its last legs.” 
They want to feel their orders will 
bo given curcful attention, and that 
there will be no substitution for any 
particular articles ordered. They 
will feel that the stock in that store 
.must bo nlways “on the move,”  
tberefoie, alway s a fresh Btock.

Running a new ad in every issue 
of tbe medium reduces to a minimum 
the barm to your business that a 
poor ad might do. Sometimes oven 
the best ad writers write a weak, in­
sipid ad and when this happens, the 
effect otsuch an ad isn’ t ns lasting 
ns it would be if it were kept i 
standing for n long time. Where 
an ad is frequently changed a pocr 
one may be immediately preceded 
and succeeded by Btrong ads.

A frequently changed ud does its 
share to add to the cumulative effect 
of an advertisers announcements.
If a petson reads one nd one day 
and a different ad tbe next 
he is more likely to have the busi­
ness of that advertiser impressed 
upon bis mind than be would be to 
see the same nd each day. Run day 
after day, tbe fixed nd some becomes 
likely a great many other objects 
that we see frequently. Wo fail to j 
observe closely and remember 
things which tbe advertiser greatly 
desiros us to do, bo that iu a 
measure the changeless ad defeats 
tbe very object which the advertiser 
intended it should accomplish. Fori 
instance let tbe reader who carries a 
watch try to remember whether the ■ 
“ four”  on the dial is indicated by i 
••IV”  or “11U,”  also whether tbe j 
“ six”  is shown at all and tbe chances 1 
are he will have to glance at his 
watch to ascertain.
