The civilized world bas again begun to
think much on the sultan of Turkey, and
whether or not the complaints of the Ar-
menlans as to Turkiah cruelty that have
aroused this revival of interest in Abdul
Hamid are true be s no doubt utterly un
fit to be the ruler of even the smallest na-
tion, let alone a complicated aggregation
of races and nationalities such as inhabit
Turkey.

The sultan is now perhaps 55 years old,
rather tall, bat somewhat stooping. His
movements are nervous and jerky, the

whit of eruelty or ferocity. Those who
have been admitted to a private andience
with the autocrat of the Bosporus say
that his volee is not unmusical, and that
he adopts a low tone in conversation. His
mamners are described as the very essence
of courtesy,

Concerning the personal life and attri
butes of the sultan many and greatly dl
verse storles are told. Not long ago a

“WE FIGHTS MIT SIGEL.”

The Genernl Is Seventy Years Old and
Still In Good Health, i
General Franz Sigel, one of the rapidly |
legssening number of prominent survivors
of the great civil war, recontly celebrated
his seventicth birthday at his home in
Morrisania, N. Y. Hels in excollent bealth
for ane of his advanced years, and although
no longer an sotive factor in political af-
fairs bhe is still very much interested In
the adopted country for which ho so gal-
lantly fought. Ilo was born in Sinsheim, |
Baden, Nov. 18, 1824, recelved a military
educatlon and took such nu active part in
the Germnn revolution of 1848 and 1849
that he was compelled to flee the country.
In 1852 he came to the United States
and began teaching in a private school in
New York. Five years later he located In
Et. Louls, where he married the daughter
of Ruodolf Dalton and became intimately
assoclated with Carl Schurz and Joseph
Pulitzer. Like Schurz, Sigel was loyal to
the Unlon when the war began. St. Louls
was o Confederate rallylng ground for |
troops, and Sigel promptly organized »
regiment of loyal infantry and two bat-
teries of artillery and offered his services
to General Fremont, Federal commander
of the department. He assisted In eaptur-

federates and broke up Camp Jackson,
thelr headquarters,

Although he was very much in earnest,
he and %is German troops caused the fivse
laugh of the war. When asked who they
were fighting for, his raw recrults replied,
“We fights mit Sigel," and the expression
