HAYWARD TO DIE

The Sentence Pronounced by
Judge Smith.

PRISONER WAS UNAFFECTED

The Condemned Man Is Reconciled to
the Inevitable and Now Fully Ex-
pects to Haog, Siill Protesting His
Innocence.

Mixxearouts, Mion., March 13.—Har-
ry T. Hayward came into court to-day in
the same leisurely, ealm manner that
has characterized his demeanor through-
out the trial, and surveyed the crowd
coolly while his handeuffs were being |
removed. Jodge Smith agreed to ex-
amine the gronnds urged for a new trial
by Mareh 23, He said he had no doubt
whatever that the verdict was a just and
righteous one, and while he did not be-
in capital puvishment, it was his
duty to pass sentence in accord-
with the law.

“The sentence of this court,” he con-
tinued, “'is that you be taken hence to
the county jail, and there confined until

after a period of three months’ time, and
that you then be taken to the place of
exulnl.iun and hanged by the neck until

Harry listened calmly and eat down
without the slightest show of feeling.
As he left the courtroom for the jail,
“Hang him!"” ““Take him to the gal-
lows!"” “Yah-h-h murder!" and sirailar
cries greeted him. There was no at-
tempt at violence thongh, All that had
been well looked after, and there would
have been prompt action in case any-
thing of the kind had been attempted.
A moment later Harry Hayward was
again in his cell with the deatuwatch
duing duty at the door.

1 shall be hanged
beyuud a doubt in my own mind, but 1
shall go to the scaffold as | went to-day
to my sentence. | have no faith in the
resnit of a new trial. The evidence as
put in by the state is too strong against
me, Oh, no, it's all over but the final
ceremony. 1 fully expect to be hanged."

“Have you no hope at all in your
mind "

“Well, therc is theshadow of achance,
but it is scarcely more than a shadow.
The perpetrators of this erime concealed
their tracks well, and 1 have but one
hope that the truth will come out. Ii
Blixt is sentenced to death he will con-
fess to the truth und exonerate me.

ANOTHER WINGED BOAT.

A Welch Seaman Who Thinks He Has
Solved Aerinl Navigation.

New York, March 13, —Johann Alfred
Jonasson, a eeaman, abont 25 yvears old,
displayed behind barred doors in George
Hansen's boarding house, No. 17 Hamil-
ton street, yesterday, s flying machine
which he claims will solve the problem
of aerial navigation, Jonasson got his
idea while bound on the British ship
Celtahanm from Cardifl, Wales, to Cape
Town, Bouth Africa, when watching a
8 flock of sea gulis. He had finished the
rough outlines of an aerial ship when
he reached England again. He made
an effort to launch his scheme there,
but was langhed at by all. He came to
this country eighteen months ago, but
discouraged by the ridicale heaped npon
him even by his own countrymen, he
finally shipped for the West Indies. Re-
turning last week he began work on his
model behind locked doors and labored
daily to complete his tlying machine,
The model is shaped like a boat and is
6! feet long. The frame and top are
covered with canvas., In the top in
frontof the seat of the navigator are
two skylights by which he can see. In
the bow there 18 & wheel with a shait to
a stern and bow propeller. The opera-
tor with the right hand revolves the

propellers, while with the leit he works |

a wheel which makes the wings move
I'ke those of & bird, The wings are to be
16 feet long, with roanded ends. The
radder is made of canvas, is 10 feet long
and shaped like the tail of a bird. It is
8 feet wide at the onter end.

MANY WERE STARVING.
The Supplies Sent to Newfoundiand
Were Budly Needed.

8r. Joux's, N. F., March 13.—The
goods for the relief of the suffering poor
of St. John's, which were brought here
by the steamer Grand Lake from Boston
a few days ago, have all been landed
and stored free of cost, and were being
distributed to-day. ‘The opinion of the
committee in charge of the distribution
is that the quality of the goods was
never excelled in St. John's. The
amounte for distribution in other places
are being carried to their destination by
the railroad company free of cost. The
number of destitate families in St.
John's is increasing daily, and the re-
ports from outposts are to the effect that
the people in many localities are in
utter destitution.

MADE A SENSATION.

The French Navy Must Be Much In-
creased.

Loxpox, March 13.—The Paris corre-

The second
shot had a velocity of 1,926 feet. This

OF IMMENSE GOOD

A Considerable Reduetion in
Government Expenses.

DOCKERY COMMISSION'S WORK

Actunl Avpunl Reduoctions In Govern-
ment Experditures Over a Half Mill-
lun Dollars, and Wil Countinue So
for u Number of Years.

Wasmixagrox, March 12.—A review of
the work done by the Dockery joint com-
mission of congress, created for the puar-
pose of inquiring into and examining
the status of the law governing the ex-
ecutive departments, has been printed.
The greater number of the recommenda
tions of the commission so far have been
put into practical operation, and have
been [rom time to time made publie,
The review shows that the entire cost of
the commission ageregated §41,245, while
the actual annoal redactions in govern-

ment expenditures made as a resalt of
its work mmount to §607,601. The re-
view continnes:

“The reduction is not for the time be-
ing only, but will continne throngh each
ol the coming years. The memuvers of
the commission, however, feel that the
expedition of public business and added
security Lo the governwent in its meth-
ods of sccounting under the new sys-
| tems inaungurated would have fully justi-
| fied its existence, even if there had been

no diminauon in expenses.”’

A census of the departments held at
| the direction of the commission dis-
| closes the fact that in the executive gov-
| ernment and its establishmenis at the

national capital there are employed 17,-
| 990 persons, and of this number 11,667
are employed in the eight execative de-
| partmente, and 5,637 by the department
ol labor, the civil service commission
and the fish commission, which are
under the civil service law ; 8,207 are of
the class subject to competitive exami-
| nation preliminary to appointment, and
3,243 of them entered the service aiter
guch examination, and of the whole
| number employed 5,165 have from one
to nine relatives each in the government
service at Washington.

The commission algo reported a con-
| eurrent resolution, which provided for
the enrolling ol congressional scts by

rinting, which received the approval of
th houses, The commission says its
| value from the standpoint of both ac-
curacy and economy 1s illustrated by the
fact that not a single error has occurred
| under the system up to this time. Much
| space is given to a recital of the benefits
i which the review asserts have been ac-
|mlupliuhed as a result of the commis-
' sion’s work, and subsequently incorpor-
| ated in & bill approved by the president
July 31, 1804, The estimated annoal
saving resulting from this reform is put
at $247,430. The recommendations made
by the commission and not acied on re-
Ilate among other things to the reorgani-
zation of the office of supervising archi-
contested land cases, repeal of the
land-contest act, transfer of daties of re-
eeivers of land offices, public surveys,
abolition of the office of solicitor of in-
terual revenue, bonds of government of-
ficials, checking of mﬂnefr orders, aboli-
tion of naval officers at all ports and the
establishment of a substituie therefor in
New York, and writing official letters.
These reforms, the commission esti-
mates, would effect an annual saving of
$440 029,

Revolutlonary Forces Hepulsed by Fed-
erul Troops.

New Yorx, March 12.—The Herald’s
Panama special cable says: Advices
were received here late last night of the
landing of an armed expedition and
desperate battle at Bocas del Toro.

MEXICO THREATENED.
Another Ancient Voleano Reported in
Eruption,

Corposa, State of Vera Cruz, Mexico,
March 12.—The peak of Orizaba, an an-
cient volcano, is in a state of eruption.
The signe of disturbance began to mani-
fest themselves last Sunday night, and
have increased in force constantly since.
The volcano is now vomiting poisonous
gases, and thick volumes of smoke are

emitted from a hundred apertures in its
wreat maw. The earth for & hundred
miles around is sheken perceptibly with
subterranean vibrations. Great alarm
is manifested in the cities of Cordoba,
Orizaba, Kalapa and 1he dozens of small
villagee scettered within the scope of
the strange and interesting phenom-
enon. 'The shocks us yet have not been
of a serious nature, and no damage from
them has been reported. The rim of
the crater glows like fire, and the thick
gases rolling down the mountain sides
nave set aflame the grass and vegetation
clothing the gides to the snmmit, which
adds to the density of the smoke and
the grand of Llie spectacle

For the public safety the governor of
the state will soon name a commission
of sci:ntists to make all the investiga-
tion into the eruption possible, and to
make recommendations looking to the
protection of inhabitants of neighboring
villages. The present eruption is in the
heart of the best improved land in Mex-
ico. The cotfee plantations are not yet
thought to be in danger, nor will they
be nnless a heavy fall of ashes occurs,
which is not considered probable.
Masses are being said in all the churches
of the locality to ward off the impending
danger.

The
etfect, no doubt, il sastained by the,
higher courte, is to remove all restrie-
tions from them excepting in handling
their lands, which were allotted under
conditions. The Indian chiefs who were

under arrest for resisting a United
States officer, were immediately released
and a council ecalled at Young Chief’s
camp, tifteen miles above the agency, of
all Indians, to consider matters, Near
the ageney Captain Richard camped
with troop D, of the Fourth ecavalry,
from Fort Walla Walla, accourted for
heavy services. Agent Harper says:

“1 called the troops becanse Jodge
Fee's decision removes all my authority
over the Indians. No power now exists
to prevent the Indians becoming intoxi-
cated and endangering the lives of all
on the reservation. They are now free
to follow their natural inclinations and
drift back to savagery.”

A radical change in the relation of
Indians to the people of this county
renders some people timid. There are
expressions of fear that dire resnlts will
fullow, The Indian agent under the new
regime can merely rent the Indians'
land to the whites. The Indian court is
done away with. Indian policemen have
been discharged and the state courts
have complete and sole jurisdiction.

Insurnnce Compact a Monopoly,

Sax Fraxcisco, March 12.—The Con-
tinental insurance case was resumed in
Judge Morrow’s court this morning,
Mr. Delmar, for the prosecution, made
his final arguments.

BOOKS FOR COST

For School Childreq.

Two Blll's Passed the Senate, One Mak-
Ing an Approprintion for the Simate
by lts Board of Educstion te Com-
plie and Issue Its Own Serles.

Ovuyureia, March 9.—Hutchinson's bill
appropriating §50,000 for issuing a series
of text-books to be distributed to school
children at the actual cost of pablica-
tion passed the senate this afternoon by
u vote of 27 .o 4. A similar measure hy
Shaw was also on the calendar, but was
indefinitely postponed at the anthor’s
request. Senator Frink urged that the
senate pa:a Hutchinson’s bill, for the
reason that the state has been and is
being svstematically robbed by that gi-
gantie octopus, the American Book Com-

pany. He stated that he bad given the
watter close examination, and was con-
vinced that the saving to the state wonld
reach §450,000 annoally, He cited an
estimate secured on the cost of printing
the text-books now used, and showed
that a certain philosophy now sold at
$1.25 can be sold at 56 cents with a 40
per cent profit. He said the state should
ignore the company and break the com-
bine at suy cost. The bill provides for
a eeries of books to consist of speller,
five readers, two arithmetics, two gram-
mars, iwo physiologieg and one history.
The books are to be compiled by com pe-
tent persons em.Floyed by the state board
of education. The printing and bind-
ing is to be done by the lowest respon-
sible bidder residing within the state,
After printing the books the electrotype
plates are to be returned to the state for
safekeeping.

Another important bill bearing on the
echool-book question was Puosey’s, which
passed the senate this afternoon. It
provides that the state board of educa-
tion shall contract in May of the present
vear for & reries of text-books to be nsed
for five years. - The bill is drafted with
consideration for the general depreesion
which now exists, and gtipulates that no
proposal shall be acceptéd unless the re-
tail price is 8315 per cent leddghan for
hooks of like grade, qnality an®work-
manship furnished by the contr
1891, The bill aleo confers upon th
state board of education authority to
igeue primary certificates on first-grade
examination certificates.
