They think that rich and luxurious peo-
ple, feeding on the richest and moest
luxurious foods, are the most fortunate
and healthy people. [ assure youm it is
just thereverse. I am the director of an
insurapnce company and am obliged often
to form an estimate of the commercial
value of life. If, then, two persous of
the same age and constitational build
come for ealenlation as to the monetary
value of their future lives, and if one
be rich and luxurious and the other be
competent and frugal, frugal even toab-
stemiousness, 1 would value the life of
the frugal person as 20 per cent at least
better than that of the rich and luxuri-
ous person.

Dives dies in plenty, Lazarus in pov-
erty. Do not die like Lazarus if you can
help it, and do not die like Dives if you
have the opportunity, but find the happy
condition, easy enough to find if yon
determine to learn how on least food
yen ean do the most and best work.
Never eat until you are satiated, never
eat in the day one heavy meal, but di-
vide your food into three light meals,
equally distributed as to time and quan-
tity. Eat slowly, take small mouthfuls,
masticate, or chew, your food well,
touch your food with your fingers as lit-
tle as possible, do not cry out for animal
food more than twice a day at most,
have all animal food well cooked and
do not forget fruit as food.

In 18568, 1859 and
1860 be was a member of the North Caro-
lina legislature, and as a peace commn is-
sioner from North Carolina to the congiess
of southern states In Montgomery, Ala.,
in 1861, was n strong advocate of a peace-
ful settlement of the ** irrepressilile confiics
between the north and the south.” When
the war began, however, he followed the
stars and bars and served as lleutenant
colonel, colonel, brigadler general and
major general and surrendered with Lee
at Appomattox. Hewnsa gallant soldier
and a hard fighter and was as popular with
his men as he has sines been in the senate,
In tha spring of 1864, when General Hoke
recaptured Plymouth, N, C., Ransom’'s
brigade made a most heroic charge upon
the breastworks of the town and carried
them, but left 500 dead and wounded on
the field.

IN FAVOR OF HORSE MEAT.

Veterinarians Say They Know of Ne Ob-
Jection to Its Use.

“Shall we eat bhorse?'' is a question
whieh a Philadelphia newspaper hns
been putting to leading veterinariaus
While none of them answered squarely
in the affirmative, there was general
concurrence in the opinion that horse
meat makes rather good eating at a
pinch. Francis Bridge said, **The flesh
ig as nutritions and in flavor as good as
that of the bovine, and I see no good
reason to interdict its us=e as human
food."" W. L. Znill declared that he
would eat it in preference to pork. It
is “*‘more juicy and of better flavor than
ox flesh," he said. 8 J. J. Hargar,
who had onee eaten a mule tenderloin,
found it inferior in fiber and taste to
beef.

E. M. Michiner thonght that horse-
flesh was mnot injurious to *“‘human
bealth, " and he pointed out that nei-
ther tuberculosis, actinomyeosis or tri-
china was found in the horse, the ex-
ception being wpoted that rare cases of
tuberculosis bad been raxorded. John
W. Gadsden believed that the flesh of
young horses properly cooked was good
for man, and he thought that if horses
got much cheaper ‘‘there would be a
great temptation to try it ' Samuel C.
Weber said:

has a more pungent savor than that of
other animals. From
qualities it may readily be seen why it
should be more digestible than other
meat, which often comes from animals
which are prematurely as well as ex-
cessively fattened. In Europe, where
raw meat is preseribed by physicians, it
is generally that of the horse. They
claim it is more healthy for those un-
dergoing severe muscular exercise and

more nutritions for the weak and ane-

mie. "

Alexander Glass sonnded a warning

in the following experience: “In two
instan~es, when I ate horseflesh, I found
the meat very tender and rather pleas-
ant to the taste. At the time I comld
not ehake off the thought, “What if this |
horse had incipient glanders? for eome
of that meat was very rare.”

greater dangers than the ones they fiee
from. After a time, as the horns grow

| older, the velvet covering begins to peel |

off, and while doing so causes an irritat-
ing, itching feeling, that makes the deer
rub them against twigs, mossy bark or

enough to hurt. This rubbing assists the
velvet to peel off, and the horns then |
enter the second or intermediate stage.
They are no longer tender, nor are they
g0 hard as they eventually become, but |
are still going through a process of da~
velopment.

Eventually their growth is perfected, |
they stand for o time, are ched, to be re-
placed by new ones, and become the | |
property of the first forester or bunter
who has the good fortune to find them.
These shed horns, together with nu)
horns taken from deer when they were |
approaching the time of gshedding, havol
reached the third or final stage and are
the least valuable.—Chinese Imperial |
