There are instances where as 
many as a dozen transfers of an old 
donation claim have been made by- 
warranty deed, and as a matter 
of fact, no patent has ever been is­
sued and the title is still in the 
United States. In order to clear 
the records of the land offices, an 
act was passed as per the notice now 
being published, and if the proofs 
are not completed prior to January 
1, 1896, the donation claims will be 
canceled, the land revert to the 
government and be subject to entry

D. C., one of the best authorities 
on land laws of the United States, 
says in The American Settlers’ 
Guide:

As the law nllowR but one home­
stead privilege, a settler relinquish-

i act of the party, he is not thereby 
debarred from entering again, if in 
other respects entitled. No credit 
is now allowed ( 1891) for fees and 
commissions already paid, on a new 
homestead entry.-—S. F. Call.

A great many persons living on 
government lands are of the impres­
sion that possesiion will hold the 
land against all comers. In this 
they are mistaken.

The law provides that a settler 
on surveyed lands has 90 days pre­
ference right, from date of settle­
ment, in which to make entry of 
said land, at the local land office; 
and on unsurveved lands, 90 days 
from the dute of the filling of the 
approved plat of survey.

A pre-emption filling on unoffered 
lands expires in 33 months after 
date of settlement, or if on unsur­
veyed lands, 33 months after the 
date of filing the approved plat of 
survey; a homestead entry is can­
celed 8 years after the date of entry.

A Few Facts In Regard to a Mining District in
Which New London People are Interested.

Cottage Grove, Or., Aug. 1, ’95. 
[New Loudon Tribune.]

F riend  B a rn u m :—I t  is som e little 
tim e since you have heard  from  me 
and know ing the  deep in te rest you feel 
in my welfare, will teil you of m y la t­
est tr ip  am ong the gold fields of O re­
gon. Geo. S p u rr and myself, accom ­
panied by an  expert by the nam e of 
Jenn ings, from the no rthern  M ichi­
gan iron range and gold hill Colorado 
gold fields, m ade a tr ip  up to the 
mines of the B ohem ia d is tric t lately.

The Bohem ia gold fields a re  located 
about 150 miles sou theast of P ortland , 
Ore., a t  the head of th a t g rea t 

, fertile  W illam ette V alley. A t the 
Champion mine we found they had 
ru n  in s igh t of an  ore pay shoot, es­
tim ated  a t the sm allest figure, to be 
w orth $80,000, and also have $10,000 
w orth of ore on the dum p, enough to 
w a rran t the ow ners of the Champion 
the purchase of a ten stam p mill.

Mr. Jen n in g s has an  in ternational 
repu ta tion  as a  geologist aud  m ining 
expert, and  his judgem en t regard ing  
the m ineral resources of th is  region 
will com m and respect. He pro­
nounces the ore veins of exceptional 
richness and ex ten t and a fte r several 

_ . ___  advan­
ces the belief th a t the m ineral covers 
a  wide ¡.rea and  th a t  the rem arkable  
rich g o l d  d t  posits recen tly  uncovered, 
will be found to  extend down across 
the line into N evada ami California, 
reaching the g rea t Comstock mine. 
This sam e opinion is generally  shared 
by m ining men and prospectors fam i­
liar with, the country . Mr. Jen n in g s  
regards the Bohem ia d is tric t as one 
of the m ost in teresting  geological 
studies in America.

The ore bodies, the form ation and 
the ore itself, a re  distinctive. This 
fact operated for several years to  re ­
ta rd  the developm ent of the m ines of 
this section. E x p ert a fte r expert in ­
spected the cam p and  condem ned it, 
and upon th e ir  reports bond a fte r 
bond was relinquished.

Bohem ia has developed m any su r­
prises w ithin a y ear and  is destined 
to develop m any m ore with the years 
to  come. To-day it has two of the 
m ost noted experts in America, where 
two years ago m in ing  men would 
hard ly  look a t it, and  the day is not 
far d is tan t when the m ining world 
will scarcely look for any  o ther d is­
tric t. Beyond question it  m akes a 
be tter show ing for the developm ent 
than  any o th er cam p on th e  Pacific 
coast.
