RUSSIA AND TURKEY

THE REPORTED ALLIANCE IS AN
ACTUAL FACT.

Russia Is Now Master of the Situation,
and France Follows Eussin as »
Blind Man Follows s Dog, While
Germany Out-Herods Herod.

London, Jan. 28.—The most startl-
ing political news of the week was the
announcement in a dispatenh from Con-
stantinople to the Pall Mall Gazette,
that an offeusive and defensive alliance
had been formed between Russia and
Turkey. The story has aroused the
keenest discussion throughout Great
Britain and the continent, and the
specials from different European capi-
tals contain admissions which lend
color to the report.  Turkey's terrible
financial plight, it is believed, may
have driven the sultan into the arms
of Russia.

The information in the Constanti-
nople dispatch to the Pall Mall Gazette
is confirmed today from an excellent
source, a letter from the speaker's cor-
respondent at Constantinople, ia which
the writer declares the Russia-Turkish
treaty is an actual fact, although it
does not exits on paper. The corre-
spondent adds:

“‘Russia is absolute master of the
sitnation, and it is believed here that
the enormous backsheehs sent by the
sultan to the czar, valued at £35,000,
and including one of the most famous
jewels in the imperial collection, marks
a secret treaty of alliance by which
Russia guarantees the integrity of the
Ottoman empire and agrees to assist in
the restoration of order in Kurdistan
and also in the defense of the Dardan-
elles. )

“France follows Russia as a blina
man follows his dog. France was the
first to denounce the treaty of Unkiar
Skelessi; now she is silent.

“The attitude of Germany is more
despicable than that of France; she is
trying to win favor with Russia by
out-Heroding Herod. The outcome of
the Armenian difficulty has been the
triumph of Russia and the humiliation
of Great Britain."'

The English newspapers generally
accept this view of the defeat of their
diplomacy. The Chronicle, almost
alone, views the situation with com-
placency and thinks it ought to lead
to a complete entente between Russia
and Great Britain on the whole Asiatic
question, including Egypt.

Abroad the report has caused a great
deal of anxiety. The Standard’s Vien-
na correspondent sdmits the general
impression there is that some arrange-
ment between Russia and Turkey ac-
tually exists. The Neue Freie Presse
of Vienna says:

““There is no doubt Russia exercises

strong influence at Constantinople, but
Europe can searcely abundon its inter-
ests in Turkey in favor of a single
pom."
4 This development of the Eastern
question has aroused great interest as
to the intention of the United States,
and the feeling is expressed that the
United Sgites will, ere long, prove the
potent factor in the Levant. The de-
bates in congress on this subject are
eagerly followed and commented npon
here.

The outlook in London in regard to
the speedy settlement of the dispute
between Great Britain and Venezuela
is now looked upon as being much more
hopeful; but whether the settlement
will be arrived at with Venezuela di-
rect or by means of arbitration, still
seems an undecided question, although
nobody anticipates any further serious
tronble in connection with the dispute.

THE VENEZUELA AFFAIR.

Hon, Joseph (hamberialo's Speech at
Birmingham.

London, Jan. 28.—The right Hon.
Joseph Chamberlain, secretary of state
for the colonies, in speaking at Bir-
mingham tonight, said regarding the
Venezuela matter, that he thought
there had been much misapprehension
on both sides of the water. When
Secretary Olney’s dispatch and Presi-
dent Cleveland's message were de-
livered, the feeling was reluctantly en-
tertained in England that the Ameri-
cans must have some hostile sentiments
which England did not share, and that
the United States was bent on picking
a quarrel with England. The idea
seemed to prevail in America that
England was disposed to impugn the
Monroe deetrine—a doctrine to which
the people of the United States rightly
attached muach importance, and it was
also believed in America that Great
Britain was disposed to deal in a harsh
and arbitrary manner with Venezuela,
but reflection had brought about a
more favorable undertsanding, and
Ameriea would regard with horror a
war with those of her own bloed and
kindred. He concluded:

“President Cleveland, whose ac-
quaintance I have the honor to possess,
bears & high reputation for rectitude
and honorable dealings. He is incap-
able of the wickedness of inciting two
kindred nations to strife and blood-
shed."’

THE LONDON STOCK MARKET

Slight Hardening In Rates Because of
Frospective Gold Shipmenta.

London, Jan. 28.—The prospect of
gold going from here for the American
loan caused a slight hardening in
money rates, but the Bank of England
has such an immense amount of gold
that such exports are unlikely to cause
a disturbance. The stock exchange
was still sensitive during the week to
outside influences, bagjthe tendency was
good. Further favorable dividend an-
nouncements caused a further sharp
advance in home securities, while the
settlement of the Scotch strike keld
the upward movement. Mines were
inactive, awaiting developments in
South Africa. Foreign securities were
firm, and Bulgarians advanced on
rumors that Russia would appoint an
agent at Sofin. Americans were firm
on the improved outlook, but business
was restricted.

More Money for Cuba.
London, Jan. 28. —The Standard has

A CHANGE BADLY NEEDED.

Conslderable Political Excitement and
Uneasiness In Nlearagua.

Managua, Nicaragua, Jan 28.—Daur-
ing the past few days considerable po-
litical excitement and uneasiness had
developed in Nicaragua because several
citizens have proclaimed that in their
opinionPresident Zelaya should declare
himself dictator, and eventually call a
convention of the people to porrect
some embarrassing and conflicting
clanses in the national constitution of
1803. This national constitution pro-
vides that a constitntional convention
shall not be called until 1903. This
opinion was graduoally gaining ground
among the persons of intelligence and
wealth in Nicaragusa, and the difficul-
ties would probably have been settled
by respectable and responsible persons,
but Jose (Gamez, who was recently 1e-
moved from several positions of honor
and trust by the managers of the party
in power, attempted to make a noisy
demonstration in favor of the dictator-
ghin. This movement of Da Gamez,
who was followed by a number of irre-
sponsible citizens, chilled the ardor of
the honest element. Finally all the
ministers in President Zelaya's cabi-
net resigned. These resignations the
president declined to accept. Muniei-
palities have opened voting places and
citizens are now voting for or aguainst
the dictatorship.

A TRAGEDY AT SEA.

Crew of an American Trading Vessel
Mutinled and Killed Thelr Captain.

San Francisco, Jan. 25.—A trading
firm in this city has received advices
from the English consul on the island
of Yap, one of the Pelew group in the
South seas, regarding ome of the most
atrocious tragedies reported for months
November 19 the crew on the Ameri-
can trading vessel Maria mautinied, it
is said, and murdered Captian Brown,
Mate Hohlmann and a passenger. The
captain's wife and their son were
nearly killed by blows from an ax.
The tragedy was reported from Singa-
pore November 20, but it was erron-
eously stated that the mutiny took
place on the Spanish ship Maria Secun-
da. The Maria is an American ship,
flying a Spanish ensign. The mu-
tiny occurred off Andrew island. Cap-
tain Brown retired at 10 o'clock at
night, leaving Boatswain Hover on
deck to stand watch. Mate Hohlmann
had already turned in. The boatswain
stole quietly forward, and gave word
to the crew that the time had come to
act. He secured a sharp hatchet from
the cook's galley fuelbox, and, stealing
below to the skipper's cabin, struck at
Captain Brown with the weapon,
nearly cutting the sleeping man's head
from hia body.

Brown turned on his side and gave a
dying groan, which awakened his wife,
and she shrieked for help. Mate Hohl-
mann heard her ories and sprang from
his berth to go to the rescue of the

THE HOG INDUSTRY

WHEAT VERSUS CORN FOR FAT-
TENING PURPOSES.

A. C. Moore, & Noted Swine Breeder,
Gives Some Information on How to
Keep Breeding Sows—UOur Horticul-
turnl Hints.

The Ohio experiment station has
been experimenting somewhat to deter-
mine the relative value of wheat and
corn a8 food for hogs, says the Web-
foot Planter. It is not claimed that
absolute and complete results are had
as yet, but very carefully conducted
experiments contribute something to
the solution of the question, which
may continue to be of considerable
practical importance. In the Ohio ex-
periment there were used nine high
grade Poland China hogs—six barrow
and three sows—with an average
weight of 1385 pounds, who were fed
duaring & preliminary week on corn and
wheat, balf and half by weight. At
the end of the week they were divided
into three lots, with two barrows and
one sow in each lot. One lot was then
fed corn, another fed wheat, and the
third fed wheat and corn, half
and half by weight. All that either
lot was given in addition was water,
coal ashes, sulphur and salt. Two
days before the experiment began, the
day of the beginning, and two days
after it began, the hogs were weighed
and the average taken as the initial

weights were had at the end of the
ten weeks of the experiment. At the
end of the ten weeks the gains were:
Lot fed wheat, 201 pounds; lot fed
wheat and corn, 202 pounds; lot fed
corn, 271 pounds.

It will be seen that the best results
were obtained, for the number of
pounds eaten, where corn and wheat
were fed half and half by weight; the
next best result where wheat was fed
alone, and when corn was fed alone
the least increase was made for the
number of pounds of feod eaten. To
make 100 pounds of increase took 488
pounds of wheat or 458 pounds of
corn. That is, a bushel of wheat
made 13.7 pounds of pork, while a
bushel of corn made 12.8 pounds. The
hogs sold for #5.16 per hundred
weight. Not counting labor, a bushel
of wheat converted into pork sold for
70.5 cents, and the bushel of corn
68.8. While this is not conclusive in
all respects, it indicates that under
ordinary conditions, at least the less
marketable grades of wheat can be used
as hog feed very profitably. It looks
very much as if wheat was to be a
constant factor in pork making, par-
ticularly in this portion of the country
where wheat is grown cheaply and
corn has not gained a very extensive
foothold.

Sherman's amendments
provide for the recognition of the law
declaring the policy of rinintaining the
parity of gold and silver and require
the observance of this principle in car-
rying the resolution into effect in case
it should pass.

MACEO'S VICTORY.

A Report in Havans That He Has Clp-l

tured the City of Pinar del Rio.

Chicago, Jan. 25.—A dispatch from
Havana says:

Despite official denials, the report
has spread here that Maceo has cap-
tured the city of Pinar del Rio. A
warship left Havana hurriedly at a
late hour, carrying a battalion of rein-
forcemnts and several light field pieces.
Reports of big rebel defeats around
Pinar del Rio are being given out from
military headquarters in order to coun-
teract unofficial news and to encourage
the Spanish residenta.

In the town of Sabilla on Monday,
while a party of Platados were looting
stores and terrorizing the citizens, a
company of regular Coban ocavalry
dashed into the place, and calling upon
the mayor and citizens to co-operate
with them, captured the maraduers and
promptly lynched them on the outskirts
of the place.

From Cardenas comes the news that
a majority of the ablebodied men of
th outluying town of La Guinallas, led
by the mayor, have risen against the
governmnt, openly declaring for revo-
lution. Troops have been sent from
Cardenas to attack them.

Five Spanish forts around the town
of Macuaga, province of Matanzas,
have been captured during the week by
La Crete's Cuban forces.

| The Rio Grande Western har agreed,
however, to cease paying a commission
on tickets from Salt Lake to Denver,
reserving to itself the right to cut rates

The West-
lern roads have agreed to make half-

{ J. C. Osw 1d, who has just returned
| from the Orient, and who was a wit-
ness of the execution of the Chinese
|ringleadan of the recent massacre of
| missionaries in that coutnry, in speak-
|ing of it says: ‘‘After the execution
| had taken place the heads of the five
ringleaders. were placed in buckets
which were cut s0o as to give a full
view of their ghastly contents and the
buckets were hung on the Foo Chow
bridge, where they remained on exhi-
bition for two days. Then they were
taken to Ku Cheng, the scene of the
massacre of the ten Christian girls,
and were there hung on trees, where
they are probably still hanging. To
remove one of -the heads means imme-
diate death to the offender. The exe-
cution has had a great moral effect on
the Chinese, and I think it will be a
long time before there will be mur-
derous interference with the mission-
mu "

Ira Reynolds, a three-year conviot
from New Whatcom, confined in the
Walla Walla penitentiary, attempted
suicide by driving a nail in the top
of his head toa depth of two inches.
After considerable difficulty the prison
physicians extracted the nail. When
questioned about the insane deed, Rey-
nolds said his head was growing loose
and unbalanced on his shoulders. He
drove the nail in to keep his head on.

The Chinese government has agreed
to open the West river, provided China
is allowed to retain the territory ceded
under the Burmah-China convention
of 1884, The opening of two ports on
the West, or Si Kiang river, namely,
Shao King and Wu Chow, was stipa-
lated for by the Japanese as part of
the terms of peace. The cities of Can-
ton and Hong Kong are situated on
the bay into which the West river
empties.

Sir Julian Pauncefote, the British
ambassador, has submtted the final ac-
ceptance by the British government of
the plan for a Behring sea commission
to pass upon the claims of Canadian
senlers seized prior to the Paris award.
It remains only for the president to
submit the plan to congress, and as the
legislative branch refused to pay a
lump sum for the seizures, it is consid-
ered certain that the commission ar-
rangement will be approved.

The Philadelphia Press is authority
for the statement that General Gareia,
the most distinguished Cuban general
now outside of Cuba recently sailed on
board the fruit steamer Bernard,
bound for Cuba, and that he will land
there with the most formidable expe-
dition that has left this country. Itis
said he will take command of the ex-
pedition on the high seas, where he
will meet the fruit steamer Jasof, with
over 800 men and a large quantity of
arms and smpmunition on board,
