Contractor to Begin Construction of
Dallas Water Plant Early
* Next Week.

Hon. H. V, Gates, who has a con-
tract to build and operate a system of
water works for Dallas, arrived home
from 8an Francisco the last of the
week, and was in Dallas, Sunday.
While In San Frauveisco, Mr, Gates
placed orders for all pipe and other
material necesaary ‘n the consatruction
of the plant, and expedtd tobegin work
early next weok,

The first car-load of pipe 18 dueto
arrive In Dallas to-night, and other
shipments of materinl will follow In
rapld successlon, A car-loud of tools
will also arrive this evening. The
pipe will be stored on Mr. Gates' lot
south of the Southern Pacifle depot,
and the tools 10 be used in excavating
the ditch for the Btpe-][no will be
hauled out to Canyon Creek, where
the work is to begin. A work-shop
and dipping plant will be builf imme-
diately, and all pipe will receive a
thorongh coat of asphalt before being
hauled to the mountalns, The pipe
used in the econdwit from Uanyon
Creck to the reservoir and the mains
in the city will be coated Inside and
out with this substance In/ order to
add to its durability, and to mske it
impermeable to water,

Mr, Gates is anxious to flulsh all
the mountain work this Fall, before
the rainy season begins, and will es-
tablish his first camp at Cenyon
Creel. A foree of men will be setto
work clearing away all brush and
