"There ia only one objection to it in

Oregon, and that is one which can be
easily corrected. It is expensive for
those seeking nomination for office,
and the candidate who has an un-

limited amount of money has a better
opportunity of bringinghiscandidacy
to the attention of the voter through
the press and other bureaus of pub-
licity, which, when properly organized,
cost large sums of money. I would
suggest as a panacea for this evil that
expenditures in campaigns be limited
by law and candidates required to
furnish under oath itemized state-
ments of expenditures and pronounc-
ing severe penalties against those who
fail to comply with the law or in other
respects violate its terms."

The cost of printing and mailing
one circular letter to the voters of

Oregon ranged from 1000 to $1500,
and it is a well-know- n fact that many
candidates sent out from three to five
different circulars to each voter dur-

ing the campaign. In addition to
this expense, each candidate (Governor
Chamberlain included) distributed
thousands of cards throughout the
state, as well as lithographs, photo-

graphs, posters, etc.
All this expense was perfectly

legitimate, as, under the new primary
system, the candidates were obliged to

appeal directly to the voters for their
respective nominations, and aa it was

utterly impossible to meet all the
voters personally it was necessary to
secure an introduction through the
medium of circular letters, cards, etc.

To save much of this heavy expense,
the candidates naturally turned to the
newspapors for space in which to set
forth their respective qualifications
for the offices to which they aspired
and to announce the principles upon
which they based their claims for sup-
port. A largo number of newspapers,
the big Tortlaud dailies included,
treated much of this matter as
legitimate news and printed it with-
out cost to the candidates. Matter of

strictly personal-advertisin- g nature
was accepted by the newspapers as
advertising, and was run at regular
