Good Mash Mixtures,

There are severnl good mixtures for
mashes. One is about equal parts of
cornmeal and wheat bran with a amall
amount of flour middlings., The exact
proportion most be determined by the
quality of the different lngredients,
The object ia to get a falrly rich mash
that s not doughy. Neither do you
want one that I too light, Another
falrly good mash Is what I8 known as
ground provender, which Is oats and
corn  ground together. All mashes
should be salted,

When Leghorns Should Lay.

Flve months ls not too young for a
Leghorn to begiln to lay regularly.
Eight months is too late, There 1s
something wrong with the stock or
handling when Leghorn pullets walt
80 long as that, Five months is earller
than the general avernge, but ot six to
seven months a flock of Leghorn pul
lets should be full grown and ready for
business,

Grit and Lime For Fowls.
It I8 well to keep grit and llme In the
form of oyster shells within reach of
the chickens all the time. It Is true in

Ducks and Drakes.

Ducks hatched as Yate as May will
not lay ln the followlng winter, but
wlll in the spring. A drake of any va-
rlety has indistinetly two small feath-
ers In his tall turned ypward, whereas
a duck is deficlent of this ornament.
