For a house of these dimensions
the total cost is given as $7.50. Of
course it can be made of any size, al-

though these general proportions ought
to be preserved, and the height ought
never to be Increased at all. It is de-

sirable to cover the roof of such a
house as this with ordinary tarred felt
laid horizontally, beginning at the
eaves and lapping at least two inches
on each breadth. The sides for cold cli-

mates ought also to be covered with
the tarred felt, laid perpendicularly,
with about the same lap, although u
half Inch more will do no harm In
either place.
