Combination of Rocks Better Than the
Use of One Kind,

An Important fact in connection with
good road making has been developed
by the office of public roads, suys the
Washington Star. One of the most lm-
portant matters In road building bhas
been the formation of a good top sur
face that will bold together well. It
bas been found that by the proper
combination of common rocks It Is
possible to get & much better wearing
surface than by the use of a single sort
of rock, and materinl that Is very un-
satlsfactory when used alone may be
very valuable when used In combina-
tion with something else, It has taken
n good deal of what “practical” tarm-
ers aml some statesmen would call
“fancy sclence” to develop the facta

It has been kpown for & long tlme
that granite or diabase, while a hard

rock, wus difficult to bond under the
roand rolléer and consequently a poor
surfacing materlal. But It was found
that by mixing limestone with it the
bonding value was greatly Increased.
The practical application of this was
to treat the surface of the granite
roads with a top dressing of lhmestone
sereenings. As shown by laboratory
tests, the granite alone had a bonding
vilue of six. The Hmestone alone had
a bonding value of twenty. Now, In
the scale of values anything as low as
ten Is regarded as poor materinl.
Twenty s falr, forty s good, and any-
thing nbove fifty Is excellent. It was
found that when the Hmestone and the
granlte were combined they had a ce-
menting value of elghty-two. 8o the
value of the fuct brought out Is appar:
ent,
