THE GREATER EVIL

Lying aide by side io the basement

of the Polk county Jail, a blood-staine- d

fence rail and a hastily improvised

hangman's rope tell the silent but

awful tale of murder and suicide. Out

on the Grand Konde reservation, two

newly-mad- e graves bear mute but

tragic witness to the evil results of the

liquor traffic, when carried on without

restriction and regulation by law.

The double tragedy in Polk county
this week is directly traceable to the

effects of whiskey sold atthe notorious

gallon house on the Yamhill river and

of a compound of drugsand vile booze

sold without license in guise of

medicine.
Sanctioned by the laws of the United

States and unrestricted by police reg-

ulation, this den of iniquity known as

the Gallon House Is permitted to live
and flourish in a quiet, respectable
community, where it plys its nefarious

tradeandflndstuchlefprofltsin cater-

ing to the appetites of the weak and

irresponsible wards of the govern-
ment Sanctioned by law and unre-

strained by license, the sale of "bitters"
ten times as strong in alcohol as many
of the licensed Intoxicants, and a hun-

dred times more deadly In effect, Is

permitted everywhere, without dis-

crimination as to purchasersor restric-

tion as to quantity.
Upon the combination of these two

evils, the awful crime committed near
Uuell, and it's tragic sequel in the

county Jail, must rest Not in the
licensed, regulated saloons of Polk
county, where strong drink would
have been refused them, but in the
unrestricted, unmolested gallon house
and the depths of the "bitters" bottle
did these poor, semi-savag- e mortals
find satisfaction of their uncontrol-
lable thirst, inciting them to violent
murder and remorseful suicide. After
all that baa been said and written
against the regulated liquor traffic, a

tragedy like this cannot but cause one
to reflect how Infinitely more harmful
to humanity are the evils of the
unrestrained "gallon house" and the
Illicit "blind pig."
