Moisture In Butter.

One of the most thorough Investiga-
tlons Into the molsture content of but-
ter aud methods of controlilug It was
made some years ago at the lown ex-
periment station, A# to couses of oo
ek molsture it was found by Messrs
MeKay sud Larsen that when cream Iy
thick and chivruned at a bigh tempern-
ture too much molsture 18 Incorporated
éven though It is churned only n nor-
ml nmount.

By churning nt a high tempernture
aud woshivg with coid water muech
molsture Wil be Incorporated In the
butter, provided It I not cooled to
such an extent that the butter will be-.
come hanl. The sudden chilling of the
biitter globules on the outside by wash-
Ing with cold water geptms to lmprlson
and prevent the molsture from escap:
lng during worklug.

By churnlng cold and washing with
warin wash water the butter s nalso
brought loto a condition where 1t will
absorb and hold molsture, Churnlog
ab bigh temperature nnd washing cold
and chorulug at low temperdiure and
wiashilng warm are two conditions
which must he gonrded ngninst

Effect of Overchurning.

In regard to overchurning 1t 1s stated
that by excesslve chorulog In water
the butter will absorb and bold as
much as 40 per cent water, If the
tomperature Is low, the lncorporation
of mofsture by churning Is retacded a
kreat deal, while If the temperature Is
higher a comparatively small amount
of churning will eause the butter to
alworh molture rapldly and to retaln
It better. In experiments fn which the
butter was choroed for more than
half sn bour In the wash water the
butter becanie very soft and began to
stick on the lnside of the churs. The
more It Is agitated In the presence of
molsture the duller and lighter butter
will b
