Foot rot originates only in wet land
or on ground which is not dry and
where shecp hoofd are Halile to ernck
from overgrowth and sofiening by ex-
cesslve molsture. This malndy may
also be communicated to s sound
flock Ly the Introduction of one sheep
bhaving the diseage. The sheep pen and
yard should be composed of hard, dry,
well beaten ¢lay, The dropplogs In the
pen must not be allowed to ferment, as
the beat In the monure will soften the
feet, and when (he sheep are turned
out In the spring on damp sod they are
Hable to have no attack of this trouble-

Feet of the Colts.

Feep the feet of colts even or un-
sounidness may result, Do ot allow
the toes to grow too long Ringbones
are often coused by long toes Keep
the colts’ stalls well littered. One slip
oo a wet floor may ruln a valuable eolt.

Keep It In the Bottle.

Bottled milk, Lelng wsealed with s
cap, cannot absorb odors and should
be left to the bottle untll used, not
emptied into an open dish,
