Too much cannot be said of the Im-

portance of putting pure bred bulls of
well known butter strains at the head
of the dairy herd. The milk yield of
o cow depends mainly upon her in-

herent milk yielding capacity. The
milk yielding capacity of a herd can
be largely increased by careful selec-
tion and breeding.

In herds where a large milk yield
Is desired special attention must be
puld to using In the breed only those
heifers which have been bred from
best cows. The heifers from poor
milkers and badly formed cows should
on no account be retained, as they in-

herit the qualities of their mothers.
When we consider that many dairy

cows yield only 1XJ pounds of com-
mercial butter, while others yield up to
400 pounds, the need for grading up
will be readily understood. By select-

Breeding from good milkers will in-
variably produce calves which later
on will give a large milk yield. On
tho other hand, breeding from ani-
mals whose parentage Is unknown
and which are crossbred must at the
best bo only guesswork uncertain
and unsatisfactory In its results. We
may possess cows which are heavy
milkers, yet their calves may not pos-
sess the same desirable qualities. As
a rule, however. It will be found that
good milking cows produce equally
good milking heifers, provided they
have been bred from n suitable bull.

Especial care should be exercised In
selecting the class of tire to lie used
In the herd. lie should be pine bred
nnd a descendant from n deep milking
Htrnlu. This point Is of very great
Importance, but Is very often entirely
neglected.

It is a mistake to suppose that every
pure bred bull Is a good dairy animal.
The sire intluouoes the milking quali-
ties of nil the heifers In the herd. I'll-les- s

the breeding of the bull Is attend-
ed to little nnd uncertain progress can
be made In the Improvement of the
milking capacities of the heifers. Only
when both parents are descended
from good milking strains can It be
exieotcd that the progeny will lie
good dairy animals.
