I have used many
kinds of standard dips, and the results
have been very satisfactory where the
instructions were carefully carried out.

I always give my ewes a dipping in
the fall before they are to drop lambs
in order to have them free from any
parasites, so that the young lambs will
not be bothered with them. But in
case the lambs do need dipping I
think they should not be dipped too
young. However, I do not hesitate
about dipping mine when they are five
or six weeks old.

On the shearing of the ewes the ticks
will pass to the lambs. Then by dip-

ping the lambs the ticks are effectively
destroyed.
