The cost of
oiling per square yard was slightly
more than 1 cent, representing the oil,
labor and supplies. The oil subdued
dust. Had the same area been sprin-
kled with water to prevent dust the
cost would have been 2.i cents per
square yard. Mr. Dunn estimated
that the cost of sprinkling the area
oiled last summer would have been
$10,207.32. The expense of oiling
this area was $10,071.44.
