THE SEASON OF FOREST FIRE.

With the advent of the summer sea

son and the approach of July and
August, the two months of the year in

which damage to the forests of Ore
gon from fire reaches its maximom

the Oregon Conservation Association
Is issulng warninge and instructions
concerning the prevention of forest

fires which deserve the attention of all

The advice and fostructions given
in the pamphiets are worthy of a care-
ful perusal by persons who intend
golog on camplog expeditions this
summer and by persons who are likely

to be employed in or about the heavily
timbered sectlons during the dry sea-
son when danger from flres is greatest,
Following is the contents of opns of
the little pamphlets which is being
Issued by the Association :

Oregon now sells $20,000,000 worth
of lumber a year, Of this $14,000,000
i8 received by employees who put it in
local cireulation.

About a billion feet is destroyed by

fire in Oregon anoually, which, if
maoufactured, would bring in
£13,000,000,

On every thousand feet burned, the
stumpage owuner may lose $1, but the
community loses $8 In wages.

Timber means pay checks, to sup-
port all fndustries; but burned timber
pays no wages,

Timber pays taxes In your county;
it it burns up, your property has to
pay the difference,

Help keep down forest fires and
you'll make more money, So will
your children.

Care with small fires s the best
way to prevent big ones.

Therefore, you are urged to observe
the following simple rules:

Don't toss away burning matches or
wobaceo,

Don't makea camp fire in leaves,
rotton wood, or against logs, whera it
may épread or you can't be sure it is
put out,

Always clear all Inflammable mat
ter away from your fire,

Never leave & flre untll It I8 out,

Don't burn your slashing In the
olose season without & permlie from a
fire warden,

Don't operate an engine without
Bpark arrester in the close season,

Put out any fire you flod it YOu can,
It you can't, notify a fire warden or
other publlc offlcer, or thie land owner.
Remember that aoy little fire may
become a big one If left alone,

All these rules but the first and last
are Law, and violation I8 punishable

Next to water, earth is the hest thing
to put out fire with, The best tools for
fire-fightiog are the shovel, nx and
mattook,
