Tax Commission to the county assess-
ors has 'opened up the question of
mortgage taxation In all Its compli-

cated economic aspects.' A fair and
open discussion of this problem can
do no harm and may be productive of
valuable results.

"The sudden Interest being manifest-
ed In the subject Just now seems rath-
er unusual In view of the fact that
nothing new has really happened. The
county assessors are acting under a
law enacted In 1907; It Is plain and
positive and admits of no more than
one Interpretation. In the classifica-
tion of personal property subject to
taxation (section I. chapter 2 6 ft, laws
of 1907) there is Included 'all debts
due or to become due from solvent
debtors, whether on account, contract,
note, mortgage or otherwise, either
within or without this state; all pub-
lic stocks; all bonds, warrants and
moneys due or to become duo from
this state, or any county or municipal
subdivision thereof.

This Oregon law Is not a mortgage
tax law. It Is not the mortgage that Is
assessable but the note, liken Ise all
other notes and accounts, due or to be-

come due from solvent debtors, secur-
ed or unsecured, are assessable.

'The Tax Commission has not tak-
en up the defense of Intangible per-
sonal assessments as an economic
question, but we have urged county
aaseeaors to exert their best eftorta to
comply with the law In this respect as
in all others.
