For the information of families not
having a copy of the new High School
Law , Jn their homes, the Observer
prints the following extracts from that
important measure:

Whenever it has been decided by
any county, at any election, to create
a county high school fund, in accord-
ance with section 25, such fund shall
be under the control of a county high
school board, consisting of the county
Judge and the two commissioners, the
county treasurer and the county school
superintendent, who shall act in their
official capacity as such board, the
county Judge to be the chair-
man, and the county school superin-
tendent io secretary. The mem-
bers of the board shall serve without
compensation. i

It shall be the duty of the county
high school board, within thirty days
after returns have been canvassed by
the regular canvassing board In said
county, if a county high school fund
has been provided for .In accordance
with section 225 of this compilation,
to contract with all districts that
maintain a high school in accordance
with the requirements of section 261,
to teach all high school pupils of said
county that may attend a high school
In the district.

County Court Makes Levy.
The county high school board shall

also make an estimate of the amount
of money needed to pay the tuition of
all high school pupils for the next
twelve months, and submit, such esti-

mate to the county court, whose duty
shall be thereupon to levy a special
tax upon all the assessable property
of the county sufficient to raise the
money estimated, entered for paying
said tuition. Said tax shall be comput-

ed, entered upon the tax roll, and col-

lected In the same manner as other
taxes, and designated as the "County
High School Fund," and shall be de-

posited in. the county treasury.
For the 'purpose of paying tuition

of said school pupils, the county high
school board shall draw an order on
the county treasurer, which shall be
signed by the president and secretary
of such board, whereupon the county
treasurer shall pay such warrant and
charge the same, to the county high
school fund; provided, that the total
amount of such warrants shall not ex-

ceed the amount of money actually In

the hands of the treasurer to the cred-

it of the county high school fund. '

Basis of Plstrlbiillon.
The basis of the distribution of the

county high school fund shall be upon
the average attendance during the
school year. The total amount of mon-

ey paid to any district during the
school year shall not be less than $40
per pupil for the first 20 of such

Mr. Quick and his family remained
in Elk City two month while he was
engaged in mining,' They then packed
to Linn County, Oregon, land from
there moved to Washington County In
November, 1862, and settled on a 200-ac- re

timber tract North of HUlsboro.
From 1862 to. 1886, Mr. 'Quick oper-
ated a sawmill. In the latter year, he
sold his holdings and moved to Polk
County. Purchasing 120 acres of land
near Suver, he engaged in farming
and fruit raising. He raised all kinds
of nursery stock, and was considered
one of the best authorities on horti-
culture In the state. In 1897, he par-chas-

200 acres of land five miles
southwest of Philomath, Benton Coun-
ty, and lived there until 1902, when he
moved to Halsey, Linn County.

Mr. Quick had been a member of
the Methodist Episcopal Church since
childhood, and always took an active
part In church work. In politics he was
a Democrat until tlfe firing upon Fort
Sumpter. He then espoused the cause
of the Union with all his heart and
Joined the Republican ranks. He was
elected to the Oregon Legislature
from Washington County and served
in the session of 1864-6- He voted for
the Thirteenth Amendment to the
Constitution of the United States and
took part In the election of George H.
Williams to the United States Senate.
In 1864, he was admitted to practice
in the Supreme Court of Oregon.

Mr. Quick's first wife was Miss Sar-

ah M. Updyke, a native of Indiana.
