The Senate
Will Miss
Joe Bailey

ENATOR JOSHPH W. BAILEY
S of ‘l'exas, who will retire at
the close of his present term,
March 3, 1913, has been In the
foremost ranks of the Democratie
party for fifteen years. He first en~
tered the house in 18681 when twenty-
elght years old. At that time, it is
related, he went to the late David B.
Culberson, father of Benutor Culber-
son, who wns then a vetornn member
of the house, He asked Dave Cul-
berson what he cousldered the best
way to rise to distinction inéublic life.
“Young man,” said the elder Cul-
berson, “study the constitution.”

The young congressman proceeded to
analyze the venernable document, and
much of his present day reputation
as a constitutional authority is due
to his early studies.

Balley rose rapidly, In the Fifty-
fifth and Fifty-sixth congresses, while
gtill In his early thirties, he was the
minority leader of the hounse, and his
abllity as nn orator spread over thc
country.

Balley was first elected to the sen-
ate In 1001, and during the first years
of his service in that body he bade
falr to become the Democratic leader
there. But the assault made in Texas
on his political integrity, growing out
of lls relation to the relncorporatiom
of the Waters-Plerce Oll company aft-
er it had been ousted from the state,
injured his prestige in Washington.
More recently his influence suffered
because of his enthusinstic espousal
of Benator Lorimer's Interests and be-
cause he put himself in opposition to
the princlpal measures and polleles
adopted by a majority of his Demo-
eratie colleagues in both houses.

A desire to dictate to his colleagues
rather than to co-operate with them
dominated Balley, Outbresks of his

with Senator Beveridge on the floor
qof the senate and more recently im
speslgning” wheni (he Democratic side,
in the closing days of the Bixty-first

| the Arizona constitution.
|  While Balley was a member of the
house and for some years after he
! had been elected to the senate he re-
| fused to wear evening clothes, but
later acquired the habit

One pecullar thing about Balley's
record Is that he has never been the
nuthor of a great plece of legislation
or even of a great and lasting amend-
ment to a memorable plece of leglsla-
tion. This s remarkable when It s
remembered how often and at what
length he has debated great bills. Ia
fact, he lotroduced very few bllls of &
public character while in the senate.
Nevertheless he will be missed.

Senator Balley was born In Coplah
county, Miss, on Oct 6, 1563, and was
admitted to the bar just twenty years
later. He served as s district elector
on the Cleveland and Hendricks ticket
in 1884. In 1885 he removed to Texas
and located at Gainesville, his present
home. He served as elector for the
state at large on the Democratic tick-
et in 1888, He was elected to the Fif-
ty-second, ifty-third, Fifty-fourth,
Fifty-Afth and Fiftysixth congresses.
On Jan. 23, 1901, he was chosen Unit-
el States senator to succeed Heoator
Horace Chilton. He was re-clected 1a
