Every newspaper in the valley is
receiving enticing offers for advertis-
ing space from eastern department
stores, and they don’t ask any redue-
ed rates, sither, but voluntarily offer
in most cases more than regular rates,
It was the sentiment however, of the
valley press nssociation, at ifs Al
bany meeting, that such advertising
should nof be mecepted until & can-
vass had been made of home business
men to gee if they would support
their home papers, If they do, it is
all right; if they won’t, then the pa-
pers will' ba compelled bo aseept ad-
verlising from eastern houses who
realize that the only way to build bus-
iness is by liberal advertising in
newspapers. The papers eannot de-
vote their energies Lo building up
home business men and industries un-
less those same business men show
their appreciation by & reasonable

tronage,
le above from the Jefferson Re-

view axpresses the sentiments of the
newspaper publishers of the valley
s0 voncisely and frothfully that it is
herewith reprinted. This attitude on
the part of the publishers is not tak-
én In the nature of a threat nor to
indoee patronage from loeal mer-
chants. It is a matter of bread and
butter with them. It is the general
attitude of the average newspaper
publisher in order, if possible to as-
sist the home merchant, to. refuse
to neeept advertising from outside
firms which sompete with the home
merchant, And where the loeal mer-
ehants are liberal patrons of the ad-
vertising cohimna, this course may
appesr justifiable. But it is only the
newspaper publisher that is ealled
upon or even expected to manke such
aoncession. Where is the marchant
who would refuse to sell goods to the
gitizen of another town, or who does
not unhesitatingly subsoribe to news-
papers published elsewhere even, in
some instaneed, going so far as to re-
fuse to subseribe to his home news-
papers;, beeause he already *‘takes
more papers’’ than he *‘ean read.”

Buot when the great majority of
the business men fail lo take advan-
tage of the opportunities offered by
the advertising eolumns of the home
newspaper, the publieation whose ev.
ery energy is exerted to build up and
improve the town, nobody should
compluin if the publisher tums to
outside advertisers as a means for
inoressing the revenue of his business
offfiee, The suceessfal newspaper is
or ought to be, a busingss proposition
and operated on business prineiples.
Ita only stoek in trade is its adver
tising spase whieh it sells to those
who are willing to buy it. There is
no more veal reason why the publish-
er shonld refuse to accept the money
of the ouiwide merchant or bhusiness
congern, than there is for the home
merchant to refuse to sell to outside
poople. And yet there are those so
tight-flsted and so narrow minded
that they never spend a cant with fhe
publisher, who object to such a conrse
and bitterly complain whenever it is
done,

conscieatiomsly refuse this outaide
business. He would mueli prefer that
his home merchania ocenpy his ad-
vertising spuce lo the exclusion of
all othors.
