A Trip O'er the Fertile Fields

Of Polk.

VERDANT HILLS AND WOODED SLOPES

Greet the Eye of the Traveler

With Their Wealth Of

Beauty.'

Given a pleasant traveling com-

panion, a good horse and easy go-

ing rig to ride in, a trip over the
sun kissed hills of southern Polk
on the first of May is a thing long
to be remembered. Such was
the fortune of the editor of this
weekly necessity last Saturday,
when he boarded one of the nice

single buggies of Graham & Son
with J. B. V. Butler, who is no
slouch when it comes to handling
the reins over a spirited steed.

Going south from Monmouth one
sees some as fine country as the
sun ever shone on. Rolling hills,
covered with verdant fields of
grain and clover, with here and
there a grove of oak grubs, just
now beginning to leave out, and
interspersed among them an oc-

casional fir tree, giving to them
a touch of beauty that would
shame the hand of the greatest
artist. Many nice dwellings are
scattered with more or less pro-

fusion among these hills and dales
some of them old and historic,
others new and modern in their
appointments, but all adding to
the charm of the landscape. Some
fine orchards are seen and some
we are sorry to say that are not
so fine on account of inattention
to spraying and pruning. Those
orchards that have received care
and attention have responded lib-

erally with a large yield of the
finest fruit. The topography of
the country together with its
adaptability to cow food produc-

tion, makes this section an ideal

dairy country and evidence is not
wanting that many farmers are
turning their attention to this
class of work in preference to the
old time methods in vogue for so

many years in this valley
Some five miles out we come to

the crossing of the Little Luckia-mut- e

where is located the old
Burns flouring mill, one of the
old landmarks of this section of
the state. The mill however has
been modernized for some years
by the addition of a full roller
process. This mill is soon to be
removed to Monmouth, a site hav-

ing been donated to the owner,
who will thus be placed on the
railroad where he will have easy
access to his supply of hard wheat
which is a necessity in the manu-

facture of the finer grades of flour
Near this mill are located the old

Laughery and Burns homesteads,
two of the oldest homesteads in
the valley.

From here to the old Lewisville
townsite is a succession of fine

farms, well kept and showing
evidences of thrift and good man-

agement Fine horses and cattle
and thoroughbred sheep and
goats are seen on every hand.
One of the best kept farms on the
road, and especially is this true
of the orchard, is that of B. F.
