Railroad Buildi g

There has been no cessation
by the Oregon Trunk in prosecu-
tio,. of the grading work in the
Deschutes eanyon, and it is a
'safe estimate to say that be-
[t\\'eun seven and eight thousand
men are employed by the Hill
road from the mouth of the river
1|1:u the mouth of Willow creek.
\T. J. Jolly, who came up that
way last week, reports about
four hundred men in the neigh-
borhood of Sherars Bridge, with

camps carrying from 20 to 50

men each scattered up and down
along the river every half-mile.

Mr. Jolly reports that the
work near the Columbia counsisis
mainly of building good wagon
' roads so as to et supplies to the
‘camps. The Deschutes canyon
'has been greatly handicapped in
|having no wagon roads during

the railroad fight, although they

were never needed before, and
the railroad men find one abso-
lutely indispensable to railroad
construction. The camps are for
'the most part permanent, frame

houses with tar paper roofs,
make things appear as if grading
work will continue all through
the coming winter.

(irass Valley is the 'main sup-
ply depot for both the Oregon
Trunk and the Deschutes Com-
pany, being only a few miles
from the canyon, and the town,
already the best in Sherman
county, is stiil enjoying its un-
precedented boom.  Men are
quitting the railroad camypsevery
few days and going out by Grass
Valley, but others promptly take
their places in the gap and so the
work goes on.

{eash. Sherman county is not a
|hay county, being devoted main-

The offer holds good dur-
ing the coming year and the one
writing the best article will be
rewarded with a check for $1000,
second best will get §500, and a
gradually diminishing scale of
prizes will reward 80 writers,
| The contest is open to everyone,
The conditions are that the ar-
ticles must be printed in a news-
paper or magazine of general eir-
eulation, printed anywhere out
side of the states of Oregon and
Washington, marked copy.of
publication must then be s&nt™
the Portland Commercial Clab,
| where it will be turned over to
| three judges named by the Gov-
ternor of Oregon. The articles
may be printed between the dates
|of November 1, 1909, and Decem-
ber 31, 1‘.1‘1(1.

The plan of the
Commercial Club is not to have
