mortgage for generations, nor do

they appreciate the fact that such
waste of time and material means
has amounted to enough to have
improved the. roadways half a
dozen times. The farmer who

goes to church over bad roads
will lose his religion in going to

church, or if he 'got' religion
while at church, he would lose it
