OX-EYES,

Cat rounds of bread, toast them to a
pale brown, dip it hot milk, butter
genorounly and plpee on g buttered bak
ing sheet, Beparate yolks and whites
of an many eggs as there sre rounds
of tosst; add pineh of salt to whites,
and whip to a dry froth and pile high
on each toast. Drop yolk in center,
sprinkle with salt and pepper, top with
a ""pen’” of hutter, run into hrisk oven
to cook. Herve with parsley,

BALAD DRESSING.

Yolka of five sgge, half pint of vine-
gar, ono tablespoonful sugar, one tea-
spoonful walt, one teaspoonful mustard.
Cook until thiek, then take from stove
and add one pint of milk or eream,

CAKE.

Put into A ssucepan one eup dark
brown sugar, two enps seaded raising,
one-third enp eottolene, o pineh of salt,
one eup wauter, one grated nutmeg, one
teaspoonful einnamon, one-third ten-
spoonful eloves. Boil all together three
minutes, then eool, and add one tea-
spoonful soda dissolved in & little warm
wauter, two cups of flour sifted with
one teaspoonful of baking powder. Add
little more flonr if necessary,

GINGER DROPS,

One eup molasses, half cup brown
sugar, half enp butter or lard, one tea-
gpoonful ginger, one tenspoonful cloves,
one teaspoonful einnamon, two tea
spoonfuls soda dissolved in a eup boil-
ing water, three cups flour and two
well beaten eggs. Bake in gem pans.

COEN MEAL MUFFINS,

Three eggs benten lght, one pint
buttermilk, one teacup of cream or
milk, one small teaspoonful of soda,
lard or butter size of un egg, meal
enough to make the hatter of the con-
sisteney of pound-cake batter, Bake
in a moderate oven,

NEVER-FAIL OMELET.

Three eggs, whites and yolks beaten
separately; three tablespoonfuls corn-
sturch, half teaspoonful baking powder,
one ecup milk; moisten eornstarch and
baking powder with milk and add to

We, ourselves, are responsible for the present condition—for the shortage in
mills and factories,

We are to blame because there are not right now thousands upon thousands of
families drawing good weekly pay envelopes, enabling them to put a Inrge amount
of money into cireulation among us. It is our own fault that we have to pay
excessive prices for many articﬁas. It is our own fault that we send our raw
products East to be made up, then bring them back here and pay Eastern fac-
tories and Eastern cities to make what we ought to huve made right here,

The factories on the coast are anxious to go ahead—to enlarge, to employ thou
sands more of men. But the territory in which they can sell their output is
limited to this coast alone, in almost every case. They caunot compete with
big Eastern manufacturers. They cannot sell in the Eastern markets. In many
cases, they have not the large amount of eapital to advertise extensively, even
in this, their home territory. They cannot go into the papers and magazines and
convince you that the iuod.u they make are as good if not better, as cheap if
not cheaper for you to buy, s Eastern made goods.

We know it is tho desire of almost overy family on the coast to boost for comst made goods, becausa it helps every family living here. Tt means better times, more money for everyone, better property values and increased
prosperity if we can make our own manufactured articles from our owa raw products and keep the money circulating among ourselves,

In the past, however, it has beon impossible for us to know the Pacific Coast made products, Wo could not ordinarily tell whether what we wanted was made on the coast. To let everyone know plainly, in advance, whether a
product is made on the coast, manufacturers are now uniting and using the stamp which is shown here to designate a coast made article. Whatever you wish to purchase, ask for such an article bearing this stamp. Almost
everything you can think of that you may need is made on the const and made well. If you boost for it, the result will be that such factories making such products ean grow, can give work to more people; can help YOU to

better times. L
