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New Teacher in Mistletoe

School District

Troubles in the Mistletoe school

district culminated last week in

the resignation of Miss Mary
Padden as teacher and the choice

of a new school ma'am for the
district. Miss Padden had taught
5 months and three weeks and

there is talk in the district of

cutting down the length of the
term to eight months which will

leave but two months for the
new teacher. The Mistletoe dis

trict is one of the smallest in the

county with but seven children
in attendance at the school. The

school children and teacher found

themselves unable to agree and

the resignation came at the re-

quest of the school officials. The

district is small in area as well

as in the number of pupils and

the taxes of the school property
owners are large in proportion.
16 mills was last years rate. It
is quite likely that next season

the school district will be aban

doned entirely and the school

children brought to Monmouth

to receive their education in the

training school. The district can

pay the tuition of the scholars,
the expense of transportation
and still be considerable money
ahead of the present cost.

There are two girls and five

boys going to this school, all

over 10.

If this proves to be the plan
followed the school house of the
district will be closed for a sea-

son or two at least The build-

ing will ccme in' handy for ex
ercises, for they have them there,
and good ones, in the social life
of the district

is in favor of the change as is J.
F, Smith and others.
