Peace continues to be the one ab-

means closed. Reading the answer
from the combined opponents of

Germany one must be convinced
that many of their contentions are
based upon the eternal principles of

justice. But at the same time the
idea will not down that those same

principles of human justice are be-

ing used as a lever to secure an end
that is not just. A second wrong
does not right a first wrong. It is

true the course of Germany has
been one subversive to international
morality. Not only have they co-

veted what was their neighbors,
but have deliberately set about to
take it from them. True they did
not plan to steal in the night, as

burglars do, or as a great many
nations have done. They simply
made up their minds as to what
they wanted and then went out to
take it as a big boy takes away the

possessions of a little boy. In a

measure they have succeeded. They
wanted an open sea port and they
took it in Antwerp. They wanted
room for development and they
have found it in a pathway to Asia.
The relations of Germany and

Turkey have been close in recent

years but they are now closer. It
is German soldiers and guns that
have kept the passages of the Dar-

danelles from being taken. The
German emperor logically will be-

come dictator of Turkey. Exactly
as in such a measure the German
activities have been unjust their
enemies would be strong had they
been just, If they had gone into
the fight simply to repell the Ger-

mans, to drive them out of Belgium
and the Balkans and demand repar-
ation, they would have been en-

titled to respect and sympathy. But
France has been promised Alsace-Lorain- ,

Italy has some Austrian
territory to regain, Japan was given
a city in China, Russia wants Con-

stantinople and the Dardanelles and

England has Germany's African
colonies and wants most of all to
humble Germany, an economical
rival. Thus it will be seen it is not

entirely an exalted altruistic spirit
for the betterment of the world that
holds the Allies together. They may
talk of outrages and treaties broken
and various other things but what
they are fighting for, is the loaves
and fishes. Therefore President
Wilson's query is particularly perti-
nent. What are you fighting for?
The more times it is asked the
better. The human mind is a very
simple organism. It is hard for it
to think on both sides of a question.
But if the question is asked fre-

quently enough the embattled pow-

ers may think themselves into a
saner mood.
