Three men lost thelr lives and one
was seriously Injured In a fire which
swept through the second and third
storles of the New Ross roomlng
house at Portland.

Out of 2000 carloads of apples pro-
duced by Hood River valley .ugl sea-
san, a ylold almost twice the tonnage
of any former year, only about 350
carloads remain unshipped,

The Portland chamber of commerce
will be represented by four delegates
at the snnual meeting of the national
chamber of commerce in Washington,
D. O, January 31 to February 2,

There will be no publie bullding to
house the branch postoffice at St
Johns, The ftem in the omnibus bulld-
ing bill appropriating $25.000 for a
postoffice building at St. Johns was
eliminated.
