PLANS FOB A SMALL GARDEN.

In this plan all the vegetables named
art planted In rows across from the liiBlde
lateral rows of strawberries. As rapidly
as each kind of peas matures and the crop
is over, kale is planted In Its place. The
ground to be used for tomatoes Is first
planted with onion sets, and these onions
are used as rapidly as needed. When the
time comes to set out the tomatoes some
of the onions' are dug to make space for
the tomato plants. When the tomato crop
is over the ground is occupied by spinach
as the third crop. Spinach Is ulso planted
as soon as the bulb onion from the side
are gathered. The beans, carrots and
peas are succeeded by late cabbage, and
between the rows of lute cabbage "potato-onion- "

sets are planted. Late beans are
planted between the rows of parsnips aft-
er the radishes and lettuce have been
