The complete course includes de-
signing, color matehing, house fur-
nishing, ete A girl will specialize
later In certaln types of the work,
but she Is given a grounding in all
If she has a gomd foundation she Is
golng to know what to sell her cus-
tomers. She I8 unlikely to make bad
snles, and so suffer returns,

With such school work and such
training ns are offered by the type of
high schools quoted, a fine class of
women la golng to be attracted to the
work In Increasing numbers The
stores realize the valne of the ex-

THE WHOLESOME CUSTARD.

USTARDS of different flavors are

anlwnys good desserts for the chil-

dren and are usually well lked
by them., One egg to a cupful of
milk and two tablespoonfuls of sugar
or less will make a thin custard which
will be sufficient for two small cups.
If the custard is desired thicker, two
egEs to one cupful of milk will make
a custard which will mold. Of course,
when food value Is considered, the more
egg the more nutriment.

Cup custards are more attractive in
appearance If decornted In some form.
A dot of jelly or jelly eut in cubes, a
candied cranberry or cherry, or any
bright preserved fruit is always fes-
tive, and a spoonful of nuis adds to
It food value

Care should be taken In the prepara-
tion of a custard, If haked, place the
custards in a dish of water and watch
carefully not to overbake as they be-
come coarse and tough. A baked cus-
tard has a finer flavor than botled, and
is particularly good with tart berries,

Nutmweg, cinnnmon, orange rind,
lemon, maple or caramel are all good
flavors, as well as chocolate and cocoa,
Chocolate grated over the top, or
cocon sprinkled lightly over the cus-
tards adds to its food value, A pinch
of salt Is needed in all custards, other-
wise, they are flat In taste, An orange
flavored custard Is dellelous served
with a spoonful of orange martualade
oo top,

Caramel Custard.

Put one-half cupful of sugnr In an
omelet pan and stir well while melt-
Ing: when a golden hrown add one
quart of boiling hot milk, adding very
carefully a little at a time, when the
carnmel all dissolved and mixed
with the milk add five slightly beaten
eges, a plnch of salt, a teaspoonful of
vanilla and straln Into a mold. Ch'll
and serve with a carnmel sance, Four
eges will make a rich custard, but not
#0 well to mold,

For the sauce brown a cupful of
sugar, add one-half cupful of bolling
water, stir until dissolved and when
cold serve as sauce,

A cupful of cake crumbs stirred Into
a custard will often prove a good way
of using leftover enake and making a
Cainty, nourlshing dish for a child's
supper or luncheon,

“lovely™ in this sense did not know,
or forgot, that “lowely” should bg used
only te describe something which Is
adapted to or worthy of belng loved
~that Is, of Inspiring the highest
esteemn of which the human being s
capable, The word “lovely” means
according to the Etandard dictlonary,
“possessing mental or physical quall-
ties that inspire admiration or gove;
winsome, charming, lovable, as ‘s
lovely face" ™

The word “lovely™ has, therefore, a
distinet and valuable place In Engiish
diction, and should not be debased hy
use in connection with common of or
dinary matters, or trifles. Instead of

“lovely,” In mom cases some such
words as attractive, agreeable, pleas-
ant, enjoyable should be employed
Here Is correct use of “lovely” : “She’'s
sdorned amply that in her husband's
eye she looks lovely.™
