He began at once to work miracles 
among people possessed of etll spirits 
nnd soon cured so ninny that they 
formed themselves Into a brotherhood 
which became, later on, a powerful 
sect.

On Ids deathbed the sldl asked to
he burled on the summit of the moun­
tain which afterward received hla 
name, nnd Instructed his followers to 
assemble around Ids grave once a 
year on the anniversary of his death,

The Omnivorous Trout.
The Journal of the Torquay Natur­

al History society for 1921 contains an 
Interesting report hy Dr. R. L. C. Per­
kins on the diet of trout. Half a doz­
en fish averaging three fourths o f a 
pound, caught toward the end of Au­
gust, were examined, and It was 
found that the bulk of the food they 
had been taking consisted of wafer 
beetles and ants In nearly equal pro­
portions. The rest of the food showed 
considerable variety, and It seems to 
have consisted of anything edible flint 
came In the way of the fish, caddis, 
leeches, gnat larvae, etc. One strik­
ing thing noted by Dr. Perkins was 
that ninny of the weevils and water 
beetle» were found to he alive In the 
fishes' stomachs hours after raptur*.
