POOL ALL DEBTS

‘Statement Makes Plea for Spe-
cial Treatment.

'REPUDIATION DENIED

Distribution of War Expenses in Pro-
portion to National Wealth
Is Suggested,

Paris.—France’s war debts to Amer-
fea and Great Britain, amounting ci;m*
to 31,000,000,000 gold francs, are not
lsted linbilities of
treasury as shown in u balance gheet
issued by the French ministry of
nance Saturday.

Nor are the amounts doe France
from other countries for war and post-
war advances, amounting to about 15,
000,000,000 gold francs, included in the
assets. The inventory whs [ssued
“for non-party purposes” with the view
of creating confidence by a clean
breast of the facts, as the document
sald.

On the other hand, 103,000,000,000
paper francs, as the capitalization of
the French share in the Dawes plan
annuities, are included in the assets.

Although the figures were omitted,
inter-allied debts were freely discuss-
ed, Finance Minister Clementel, re-
newed the French thesls that these
debis form part of the general allied
resources pooled in war time. He fig-
ured that a strict equity would seem

to demand a general addition to war
expenses and their distribution among
