*Jolim Gllpin" Is sald to have been a
linen deaper named Bayer, excesaslvely
polite, whose shop stood on a corner
of Chenpside, London.

The poet, Willlam Cowper, lved
from 1731 to 1800. He was a tim'd
melancholy wan, and at times his mind
guve way, He was a ripe scholur and
endowed with creative genlus of a high
order. Most of his writings ave of &
serlous nature, often of & highly re
ligions tone.

FIRST REQUIREMENT
FOR SANITARY COOP

The first rmlulrnmrn! for n sanitary
hen lhouse 18 & roomy, dry bullding
with plenty of window space and Cusy |
means of ventilation,

Dropping boards under the roosts
are quite essentinl for the proper
maintenance of oleanliness, They
should be mnde of tongued and

grooved floorlng well lald, und should | 2

be mt least three feet ghove the floor
of the house. If nests are under the
dropping boards, three feet slx Inches
would be better helght. In the case
of heuvy breeds runwuys up to the
roosting perches should be used, but
wWith leghorns and other lght breeds
they are not necessary,

Dropping banrds should be level, and
the perches arranged about slx Inches
above them. The perches should be
on a level, nlxo, and of 2 by 2 material
They should be fustened to 2 by 4 sup-
ports that are hinged st the back end
of the house so that the roosis ‘can
be ralsed out of the way while scrap-
Ing the dropping bonrds.

A hoe with 13 or 18inch hiade Is
very satlsfactory for scroning the
dropping boards, and If used regular-
ly once or twlce a week will ussist
materially In malntalning the henlth
of the flock, A small box arranged to
bang from and slide slong the front
edge of the dropping board pintiorm,
to recelve the droppings ns they are
scraped from the board, will ielp to
preserve the fertillzer for the guoden,

One pest should be provided for each
five or six birds, and even more Iif
trap nests are used. Twelve by | velve
inches s large enough and one-fourth
inch mesh hardware cloth is excollent
for the bottom, Wall neste are to be
preferred to those located under the
dropplng platform, but the wall nests
require a top place at an angle of at
lenst 45 degrees, to prevent the chlek-
ens ruvosting on them. The runways
along the front of the nesis cun also
be made to fold up In front of the
nest openings, which will keep the
young birds from roosting in the nests
at night and foullng them.

Dry mash hoppers are tial to
the economleal feeding of the flock;
they should be raiged on legs 15 Inches
to 2 feet from the floor

Water stands should he ralsed the
game as the mash hop)ors, and are
best made with a slatted top in the
middle of which an opening Is left to
recelve o 12-quurt pall. The support
for the bucket should be about six
inches lower than the top of the plat-
form.

A broody coop where feverish hens
enn be confined and fed is much to be
preferred to ducking them or to star-
vatlon.

A catchlng coop 18 very desirable
and almost necesgary where any regu-
lar and consistent effort at culllng Is
gttempted. A heavy wire with one
end bent to form a hook and the other
end tled to sn old broom handle Is
useful in catching a bird or two, as
occaslon may demand

A bimn where two or three hundred
pounds of scratch grain may be stored
in the chicken house is also a labor
saver,

Detalls as to the construction of “dif-
ferent Items mentioned above must of
course vary with the size of the flock
and loeal conditions.

Early Hatching Favored

Hatehing In March nnd April Instead
of May and June has several advan-
tages. In the first place, the early
hatches do not meet the streéenuous
competition of chicks that are Inen-
bated by hens later in the season. The
fncubator can be made to yield more
Jprofitable returns by running it dur
ing the early months when furm work
has not become heavy.

Value of Sorghum Hay
