attention are those offered the first of the year for creamery managers and cannery operators. The

'

v four-wee-k course in dairy manufacturing began January 10 and will continue to February 5. The
Work is so arranged that specialized instruction is offered each week in order that those who can--
not attend the full course may-sta- rt or stop at the end of each period. Handling acd cream, hand-- .
ling sweet cream, butter composition, and cream grading are the general weekly divisions of the work.

Last year more .than 70 cannerymen attended the school put on by the division of horticultural
products. It is February 7 to 25 this year. The first week is for those attending the school for the
first time and those who specialize in canning machine operation. The second and third weeks are
devoted to lectures, discussions and demonstrations of latest cannery methods, as well as of fruit and
vegetable varieties, cultural methods, diseases, harvesting and storage.' Other subjects such as diem
Istry and bacteriology of canned foods, and laws affecting canneries ars touched upon.
