'CONTROL OF INJURIOUS PEAR

SLUG IS DIFFICULT PROBLEM

By R, L. WEBSTER.)

Nearly every year cherry and plum
trees In the central states suffer a
lirge amount of domage on account
of the common pear slug, or ocherry
slig. While the control of this insect
bas not been considered a very diffi.
cult problem, yet It often happens
that folinge Is greatly damaged before
tho owner ls aware that any slugs are
on his trees.

The pear slug, or cherry slug, Is &
dark, almost black, slimy slug, about
twofifths of an fnch long when full
Erown, which feeds on cherry, pear
and plum leaven,

These slugs feed on the upper sides
of the leaves, eating out all the tispue
except the velnsg and the lower surface.
The Injured leaves become dry and
brown and fall from the trees, which
nre gometimes left entirely bare of
follage in midsummer,

Trees are often killed as a result of
ropeated def-llation. A short erop of
‘rult follows an severe aftack by this

Insect, on account of the weakened
condition of the tree,

Trees that have been damaged by
the slugs appear as if they had been
dumaged by fire. The leaves turn
brown, curl up and finally fall. Cherry
trees, under such conditlons, are
forced to put out a new growth of
letives, weakenlng the tree and re-
ducing the crop of fruit the following
year,

The slugs appear twice dJduring the
year, and trees should be sprayed as
soon as they appear. They first make
thelr appearance about the middle of
June, and the second appearance is
about the third week in July.

Insect powder can be used agalnst
these slugs by merely dusting it over
the leaves.

Hellebore mny be used either in a
dry or liguid form. It must be fresh
for effective use. For a dry applica-

tion use hellebore, one pound to five
pounds of airslnked lime. For a
lguid application use it one pound to
a barrel of water.

Lead arsenate (prepared), two
pounds In 60 gallons of water, Is ef-
fective,

Hiellebore, Lead Arsenate and Parils Green Among Least
Expensive of Sprays for Eradication of Pest Which
Common in Several States in Central
Part of Country.

Parls green, one pound in 160 gal
lons of water, Is also eflective, Bome
quicklime, about a pound to each B60
gallons of water, should be added to
the spray, to prevent burning of the
leaves.

Kerosene emulslon—kerosene, two
pgallons; hard sonp, omehall pound;
water, one gallon—is good. The soap
is digsolved by bolling In water and
s then churned up with the kerosene
untll the two are emulsified into a

while, creamy mixture, The stock so- |k

lution is then diluted with water, while
etlll warm, to the required amount. To
obtain & ten per cent. solution one
part of the stock solution, prepared as
stated, should be diluted with ¢ 23
parts of water.

Whale oll soap, one pound to two
gallons of water; white laundry soap
and Ivory soap, one ten-ounce bar to
two gallons of water, have proven ef-
fective., The soap is merely dissolved
in water by boiling, and sprayed while
still warm.

Hellebore, lead arsenate and paris
green are the least expensive of these
treatments. If a spraying ls neces-
sary while there is fruit on the trees,
hellebore or some other material than
argenical should be used.

Cultivation under infested treea Is
of value, slnce it disturbs the cocoons
in the soll there.

Bince the slugs spend the greater
part of the year in the ground under
the trees infested in the summer [t
follows that a thorough stirring of the
soil would tend to break up tha co-
coons containing the slugs, and so ex-
pose them to the elements. Berlese
has suggested this measure against
this insect in Tialy. This cultivation
would be most effective in the fall so
that the cocoong might be exposed
during the winter, Bpring cultivation

would also be of value in disturbing
the cocoons,

According to Dr. L, O, Howard,
chief of the burean of entomology at
‘Washington, the slugs may be easlly
washed off of small trees by a strong
stream of water applied from a gar
den hose under heavy pressure, When
washed to the ground they are unable
to regain their places on the leaves,
Such a measure as this would be quite
feasible on a small scale in clties, or
where water pressure is available,

Spraying is undoubtedly the best
remedy for the pear slug. Of the two
generations the first is the harder to
combat, especlally on cherry trees,
gince the fruit is present on the trees
at about the same time that the slugs
are abundant. Consequently due care
must be taken in the use of arsenical
poisons at that time. Arsenical pol-
gons may be usged freely for the sec:
ond generation in the late summer.

The pear slug {s rarely destructive
in any locality for many years at a
time, This alternating abundance and
scarcity of the insect is due for the
most part to the activity of its natural
enemies, the most abundant of which
are two small egg parasites,

A lump of sugar or a few oats held in
the hand just in front of the little
fellow are much better trainers In
teaching it to lead than dragging it
by the lead strap and having some-
one behind it with a club or a fishing
pole to “shoo” It along.
