JERUSALEM IS TAKEN

Turks Surrender Holy City to British
Moslem Stronghold for 1200 Years
Again Possessed by Christians,

London—Andrew Benar Law, Chan-

cellor of the exchequer, announced in
the house of commons Mondny that
Jerusalem, after being surrounded on
all sides by British troops, had sur-
rendered,

The Chancellor said British, French
and Mohammedan representative were
on the way to Jerusalem to safeguard
the holy places.

General Allenby reported that on
Saturday he attacked the enemy’s po-
sitions south and west of Jerusalem,
the Chancellor said. Welsh and home
county troops advancing from the di-
rection of Bethlehem, drove back the
enemy and, passing Jerusalem on the
enst, established themselves on the
Jerusalem-Jericho road. At the same
time London infantry and dismounted

positions west and northwest of Jery-
galem and pliaced themselves asiride
the Jerusalem-Shechem road. The
[ holy city, being thus isolated, surren-
dered to Genersl Allenby.

The chancellor said General Allenby
entered Jerusalem officially Tuesday,
accompanied by the commanders of the
French and Italian contingents and the
:heads of the French political mission,
