(g ghelled corn, When pigs are about
thiree weeks old, sometimes less, they
pegin to nose around for gomething to
ent, and at this thme, [n order to make
themt gain more rapidly, shelled corn
shionld be supplled.

It shonld he In & self-feeder in a pen
where the plgs ean go to it and will
not be hothered by any of the rest of
{he hogs. Thisean be arranged by @
creep just large enough to admit the
nles handily, Don't forget that these
Hitle fellows grow quite rapidly and
from time to time the creep must be
made lnrger.

After the pigs are four or five weeks
old, especially If they do not have good
gruss pasture, the addition of some
shorts, tankage or oil meal I8 advisa-
bhle. Nothing woukl be better, how-
ever, than skimmed milk.

The self-feeder in which is kept corn
and other feeds should be maintained
right along until weaning time, and
after that if the pig I8 intended for
market purposes. 1'igs to be used for
breeding purposes may be kept on a
self-feeder all the time with splendld
results, but in some cnses they get too
fat and logy and do not take the prop-
o exercise. The most profitable pig is
fhe one that never quits growing from
farrowing time until he Is driven over
the scales,
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HAVE A WEED-FREE FARM

Far more important than to
kill weeds is to ayoid having
weeds to kill. In other words,
the farmer should alm to pre-
vent rather than cure the evil,
A farm can be made almost free
of weeds by strictly observing
the following prineiples: (1)

weed seeds belog brought to the
farm; and (8) In the case of
perennial weeds, prevent them
from making top growth and
thus finnlly starve out the un-
derground parts,
