Proposed Law Provides
for $5,000,000 for Care
of Drug Habit Patients

Measures to combat the increasing
number of dryg addicts follewing up
natlonal prohibition have been intro-
duced in the senate by Senator France
of Maryland, chairman of the senate
committee on public heglth, at the re-
quest of the federal public health
service. He says the United States
leads in per capita use ol oplum, The
bill would provide $5,000,000 for the
care of the drug-habit patients.

Sepator France declared there are
about 500,000 drug addicts In the
United States, 50,000 of them in New
York, and about 12,000 in Chicago.

The drug hablt Is more prevalent
whete prohibition has been in effect
longest, Kansas holding the regord for
the largest number of addiets accord-
ing to population, Senator France de-
clared,

«phe Harrison act never hag been
rigidly enforced, because that would
have created a desperate situation in
the absence of adequate hospital facili-
ties for the treatment of those addict-
ed to habit-forming drugs, purticular-
ly opium, heroin and cocnine,” sald
Senantor France,

Ratifying a Peace Treaty.

According to the Constitution, the
president has “power, by and with the
advice and consent of the senate, to
make trentivs, provided two-thirds of
the senators present concur.” Since
a proposed treaty is not a treaty until
ratified, the president actunlly goes
throngh the formality of ratifieation,
