He la scrupulous in imputing mo
tives to those who Interfere with him and
Interprets everything for the best

He Is never mean or win in nis dis
pute, never takes an unfair advantage,
never mistakes personalities or sharp say-
ings for arguments.

Everybody who had occasion
to travel the Indepondenee-S- a

lem road last winter, knows the
horrible and dangerous condit
ion that rart of it south of the
Kickreall bridge was in. Alou
protest weut up but it brought
no remedy from the county
court as then constituted.

When two new members ns

sumed office last July, one of
the first things brought to the
new court's attention was the
condition of that piece of road.
To secure relief, Judge Coad
and Commissioner Iliddell were

appealed to and they were driv
en over the road complained of
that there might be no doubt
left in the mind of the court as
to the justness of the complaints
of the public against the utter
neglect of this thoroughfare.
The court ordered the ap-

proaches to both ends of the
bridge put in passable condition.
The work was done by the then
Supervisor, Mr. Brunk, who af-

terwards stated that Commis-

sioner Jliggs complained that he
did too much work at that point.
The other two members of the
court promised, unconditionally
to have the entire piece of road

complained of worked this year.
To make matters worse, and aa

if to defy the court, Pierce

Riggs, who owns land on the
west side of the road, set his
fence several feet out into the
road at the point where it was
worst last winter. This matter
was brought promptly to the
court's attention and that trib-

unal also promised the public
what relief lay in its power, in
this case. The case was sub-

mitted to District-Attorne- y Mc- -

Nary for a legal opinion. The
District Attorney complied with
the request and informed the
court that Mr. Riggs had no
right to intrude his fence into on

the road and as a line of action,
indicated that if the fence was by

not removed after the owner
was notified, that the road su-

pervisor for that district proceed
to remove it. On the day of the
Good Roads convention at Dal-

las Judge Coad directed Super-
visor A. R. Southwick to formally
notify Mr. Rigg3 to remove
his fence: In the notification,
the Judge directed that a day be

named, by which, if the fence
was not removed by the owner,
it would be by the supervisor.

Here the matter rests. The
road is again almost impassable. it

The United States mail carrier
has been obliged this winter to

pry his cart out of' the mud.
The matter of discontinuing the
rural route to people beyond
where Riggs' fence is in the
road is being discussed. A few

fir boughs have been throwrn

into the slush of mud in places
by the supervisor in the effort
to keep the road passable but
the brush are now disappearing
and the prospect is it will soon
be dangerous again to attempt
to travel this road. '
