boiling erne and a half pints of wheat 
Hour mixed with cold water, till a

gether ten minutes. Turn into a large 

. tin pan. When lukewarm, stir in a 
teacupful of good yeast, Let it rise 
over night and put it into a stone jug. 
('ork tightly and keep in a cool, dry. 
place. This V ill last for six weeks 
A large teacupful will make two large 
loaves of bread. The jug should be 
scalded with soda water or saleratus 
water before the yeast is put in it. A 
cupful of yeast should be reserved to 
raise a fresh supply.— A’.r.
