Although the business of the ses­
sion was practically finished between 
one and two o’clock on Thursday 
morning when the Sunday Civil Ap­
propriation bill passed the Senate, yet 
the formal announcement of the nine 
die adjournment was delayed until 
seven o’clock A- M., on account of the" 
delay in enrolling the bill, which is 
very voluminous, No business,of im­
portance was done after the passage 
of the bill, the Senate quietly closing 
its doors in executive session, which 
was a mere cover to enable Senators 
to takertheir ease while in the House. 
The time after midnight was spent 
i n alternate short sessions and longer 
recesses, the latter being devoured by 
a portion of the members to sport and 
song. Just before three o’clock Mr. 
Tumey, of Pennsylvania, moved an 
amendment to the constitution as an
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the House gradually began to fill up, also acted attorney before the Board 
and two or three hours later it became 
crammed to almost a suffocating de­
gree. On the floor below members 
rushed about shouting at tlie tops of 
their Voices, buttonholing their fellow 
members and resorting to all sorts of 
Parliamentary legerdemain, in order 
to carry their points. The Senate was 
in executive session a good part pf the 
time, and. considerable delay was ex­
perienced in regard to the final pas­
sage of the Court Appropriation bill.

One of the most interesting inci­
dents of the executive session of the 
Senate was the battle over ex-Gover- 
nor Fentofi’s nomination as Monetary 
Commissioner. At first he was reject­
ed and his two associates confirmed. 
The President then nominated Chas. 
B. Lawrefice, and then withdrew the | 
name and sent back Governor Fenton’s 
Mr. Conkling came in and advocated 
Governor Fenton so earnestly that a 
change of sentiment took place, and | 
the nomination was confirmed. Votes 
of thanks to Vice President Wheeler 
and Mr. Ferry were passed by the 
Senate.

Springer was in the chair at the time, 
and resisted the. motion on the ground 
that he was bound by a common un 
derstanding among members to rec­
ognize gentlemen for suspension of 
rules. Mr. Dean, a member of Mr. 
Springer’s Committee on Expenditures 
in the State Department, then got in 
a bill to provide an appropriation to 
pay the expenses of the summer ses­
sion of that committee while examin­
ing witnesses. At half-past four a 
messenger was received from the Sen­
ate announcing a further extension of 
the time of adjournment to seven A. M. 
in which the House concurred. After 
this there was another long recess, 
which was taken advantage of by both 
houses to take a rest. Members 
lounged in the cloak rooms and chat­
ted and slept, At 6:45 the enrolled 
Sunday Civil bill was received in the 
House and signed by the Speaker, 
and in less than five minutes became

. a law. The Speaker then made his 
usual valedictory, and at 7 A. M. both 
Houses adjourned. The night was on 
on the whole dull and uninteresting. 
The crowds left the galleries after one 
o’clock. The mere noise and WJhifus- 
ion on the floor of the House was 
nothing to keep one awake during the 
first recess from half-past one to two 
X M. A number of pages and a few 
members organized themselves into a 
glee club and sang all the songs they 
knew to the amusement of the lookers 
on.

¡ A certain doctor, struck with the 
j large number of boys under fifteen 
; years of age whom he observed smok- 
j ing, was led to inquire into the effect 
■ the habit had upon the general health, 
i He took for his purpose thirty-eight 
i boys, aged from nine to fifteen, and 
carefully examined them; ihtwenty- 

; seven of them he discovered injurious 
traces of the habit. In twenty-two 
there were various disorders of the 
circulation and digestion, palpitation 

i of the heart, and a more or less mark- 
| ed taste for strong drink. In twelve 
j there was frequent bleeding of the 
nose, ten had disturbed sleep, and 
twelve had slight ulceration ol the 
mucous membrane of the mouth, 

«which disappeared on ceasing from 
the use o£ tobacco for some days. The 
doctor treated them all for weakness, 
but with little effect until the smok­
ing was discontinued, when health • 
and strength were soon restored.
