often noticed by travel writers, are
opened wp to view with a sympathetic
hand, by a lady student writing to the
Methodist .

Simplicity rules in a German howme,
The rich seem to answer to our middle
class ; the middle class to our upper
poor one, Ne.carpets, no excess of fur-
niture, no great aupf;l_v of booksor pie-
tures. For the last they have galleries,
and there asg.countless circulating li-
braries, where one gets book at a coest
of from one and one-half to six cents
per week,. Similarly, the average Ger-
man seeks his bath outside the house,
and the only eme I found in my ex-
perience was never used by the family.
But, then, people’s ideas of cleanliness
differ. If I rebelled at bed linen being
changed but ence a month, 1 carefully
concealed the fact of our periodical
house-cleanings from landladies who
took up their mata every morning and
gave every reom inthe house a weekly
seribbing. And this despite the fact
the gigantie porcelain stoves which
heat their houses—satoves which are
built along with the house and never

. meed to be moved or eleaned or fitted

with pipes—spare them all the dust
and trouble we havein winter. But in.
the domestic management frugality
rules to a distressing degree. Servants
are usually “ allowed " in ﬂ:e tea, cof-
fec and sugar they use, and one of my
haus frans as regularly called her haid
ioto the sitting room evenings for the
lamp of spgar for her tea as the tea
eame around.« But then the mistress
hersell is “ allowanced,” to begia with,
by the husband, and a bard time she
sometimes has to make her weekly ac-
counts balance., But it is penny-wise
, for the pence care-
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mistresses had vainly protested of late
against this cpstonrs No maid would
stay with a lady whe denietl her this
perquisite.
