5. VW hold, that baptism a dm! nls- 
tered to the penitent believer is for the 
remission of his ¡Hist sins. We have 
the words of the Scriptures here : 

■ John «lid baptize in the wilderness, 
ami preach the baptism ef repentance 
for the remission of sins,” Mark i. 4. 
"Go ye into all the world, and ju-each 
the gospel to every creature. He that 
believes and is baptized shall be 
saved ; but he that believes not shall 
be damned.” Mark xvi. 15, 16. Peter 
said to the believing Jews on the day 
of Pentecost, “ Repent and be bap­
tized every one of you, in the name of 

• Jesus Christ, for the remission of sin«, 
and you shall receive the gift of the 
Holy Spirit.” Acts ii. 38.

lie on the first dog of every 
meek, or on the Lords day, to observe 
the Lord's Supper and other acts of 
•vorship. These are concisely stated 
in Acts ii? 42. After the three thou­
sand were baptized and added to the 
church, it is said, " they continued 
steadfastly in the apostles’ ’ doctrine, 
and fellowship, and in breaking of 
bread, and in prayers.” Acts ii. 42. 
* When it is said they continued 

steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine, it 
means that they walked jn the teach­
ing of the apostles. The Savior’s com­
mand was, " teaching them to observe 
all things whatsoever I have com­
manded you.” The apostles taught 
them their Christian duties, and they j 
walked therein. But they continued j 
in the -fidlowship. Fellowship means 

_ partnership. They all took whatever ' 
part they could in all the activities of 
the churen. .They contributed their 

•time, work, influence and money to the 
■cause of the Lord. These are all 
talents conferred upon us, and the 
Lord will require us to give an account 

•of the use we have made of them.

Some say 
j once a year, once a quarter, of once a 
.month is sufficient. Luke, speaking 
of Paul’s preaching to the church in 
Troas, says, “ And upon the . first day 
of the week, when the disciples came 
together to break biead, Paul preached, 
uuto them, ready to depart on the 
morrow.” ^JActs xj. 7. Here* it is 
spoken of as a melt established custom,, 
that the disciples, in the days of the 
apostles, met on the first day- of the I 
week to break bread, or observe the 
Lord’s Supper. Not only so, but Paul 
and his company tarried seven days 
till the opportunity to meet with the
